More Earthquakes in California.
Since the shocks of earthquakes which 

were felt in California last week, others 
though of a slighter character have been 
felt at intervals during the last four or five 
days. On the 22nd a slight tremor or 
two was felt. The casualties by the first 
shock do not exceed thirty. Only five 
persons were killed, though in one or two 
Instances persons who were struck by fall­
ing bricks and timber may die of their 
Sqjuries. ' An deamination of the City 
Hall shows that the walls are badly crack­
ed from the ground floor upwards, and 
Oat the arches are mostly ruined. Had 
in not been for the extra anchors and ties-. 
put into the Custom-House building after 
she earthquake of 1865, it is probable that 
• greater portion of the structure would 
have fallen to the ground. The old 
Merchants’ Exchange, on Battery-st., op­
posite the Custom-House, and which for 
some years past has been occupied by the 
United States Courts, was considerably 
injured. There is a large fissure in the 
north wall of the building. The new 
Merchants’ Exchange, on California-st.,is 
slightly injured. The ornamental work 
on the building occupied by the Bank of 
California, was thrown down. The balus­
trade and the chimneys aie being re­
moved. Although 100 buildings in the 
city have been damaged, a thorough ex­
amination proves that those buildings 
which have been properly constructed 
will stand much heavier shocks. The 
greatest wreck of buildings and destruc­
tion of property was confined to the east­
ern aad southern portions of the city, 
where the buildings are erected on made

Another shock occurred on the 23rd 
which sent the people shrieking with 
terror into the streets. When the des­
patch left it was impossible to ascertain 
whether there had been any further dam­
age to the shattered buildings or any 
further loss of life. The streets were 
thronged with persons in their night­
clothing, who are waiting in fear for what 
may come next. The atmosphere was 
thick and the weather was warm and sul­
try. During all the night following 
the people showed no deaire to return to 
their houses, but remained terror-strick­
en in the streets. On the following 
morning there was a very slight shock. 
Another despatch on the 25th says :— 
Several slight shocks of earthquake have 
occurred since midnight, the one at 7.65 
in the morning was of considerable dura­
tion and created some alarm.

The Hon----------- -—
aid came up from Toronto to be present 
at the funeral, but the train was so late 
that the cortege had nearly readied the 
cemetery before it wived.

The Rev. J. G. Geddes, of Hamil 
ton, read part of the solemn service for 
the dead before the body was removed 
from the house, and the same gentleman, 
assisted by Rev. Mr. Alexander, officiated 
at the grave. The pall bearers were 
Judge Macdonald, Geo. Elliott, N. Higin- 
botham.JBr. Herod, Adam Brown and W. 
McGivern. The Town Council led the 
way in the funeral procession, then fol­
lowed the hearse, then came the relatives 
and intimate friends of the deceased, after 
which followed a long line of carriages, 
over 100 in number, and extending near­
ly a mile in length. The members of the 
Guelph Presbytery, in connection with 
the Canada Presbyterian Church, which 
was in session at the time, also joined the 
procession. As the cortege proceeded 
slowly through the town, the people 
gathered on the streets, and in common 
with those who formed the procession 
testified by their looks and words their 
sorrow for the loss of one who was valued 
as a man of rare ability, as a genial friend 
and companion, and whose melancholy 
death has caused a blank in this com­
munity which will not soon be filled.

The Cerllag and Skating Rink.
A meeting of the curlers and those 

friendly to the erection of a curling and 
skating rink combined, was held in the 
Town Hall on Tuesday evening in accor­
dance with advertisement. Thos. Mc- 
Çrae, Esq., was appointed chairman pro 
tern, and having stated the object of the 
meeting, the secretary, Mr. Davidson, 
read a short prospectus drawn up by N. 
McLean, Esq. The scheme was duly 
considered, and the amount of stock ne­
cessary to carry out the same was put 
down at $1200.

It was moved by Mr. Robertson, sr., 
seconded by Mr McCrae, That it is desira­
ble to unite the curling and skating in­
terests of the town in a joint stock com­
pany having one rink divided into sepa­
rate departments, if the skaters come for­
ward and subscribe for an equal propor­
tion of stock.—Carried.

It was also moved and carried that a 
new subscription list be opened, for the 
purpose of carrying out the above resolu­
tion, and that Messrs. N. McLean, D. 
McCrae, A. Robertson, Jr., with power to 
add to their number, be a Committee to 
solicit stock and report at an adjourned 
meeting to be held in the Town Hall on 
Friday night at half past seven o’clock, 
when it is expected all those who have 
taken stock will be present, as managers, 
&c., may be appointed to carry out the 
erection Of the Building, as the season is 
now close at hand when John Frost may 
assert his dominion.

We hope that the new scheme will be 
successful. By combining a skating and 
curling rink the movement is greatly 
popularised, and we should think there 
would be little difficulty in getting all the 
stock required subscribed. A building of 
this kind is much needed in Guelph, 
which will afford to both old^and young 
an innocent means of amusement during 
the winter. We hope our fellow towns­
men will go heartily for it and subscribe 
sufficient stock to put its erection beyond 
a doubt.

“Division of Garafrnxa.’'
Mr. Freeholder,—Permit me to say a 

few words about your article-with the 
above heading. You tell us we are 
asleep, and hint that it takes you to wake 
us up. Now, Mr. Greenhorn, for a wide- 
awaka persons it strikes me you see re­
markably little. Your letter is mainly 
composed of shalls, wills, and what-do- 
you-tbinks. Surely while we have been 
snoozing you have collected some infor­
mation ; or, if not, why write upon a sub­
ject that, you say, you care little about, 
aud of which you evidently know less ? It 
is almost needless to refer to your sapient 
address, since you do not state a case, 
much less prove one, and, besides, you 
murder the whole piece in conclusion by 
proposing that the Assessor carry round 
a petition against the proposed change. 
Why, a person with one eye open can see 
that if the Assessor's petition does not get 
a majority of the ratepayers’ signatures 
no harm is done ; but it it does your peti­
tion would be further in the rear than 
ever, when we deduct those who happen­
ed to be absent, or would not vote at all. 
Moreover, the first principle in Respons­
ible Government is, to yield to the wish 
of the majority. What a pity, too, you 
did not tell us the Act qf Parliament that 
would permit our Council to hold their 
meetings either in Fergus or Orangeville, 
or what attraction would entice them to 
the neighbourhood ol those villages. If

Fergus and Orangeville prosper in their 
own resources of wealth ” (which I beg 
leave to doubt), much more does Gara- 
fraxa, and if the meetings are held with­
in the municipalities as at present, small 
difference it would make to any one 
whether held in this house or that. It 
would even be more convenient then than 
now tor "every one to drop in upon the 
palaver of our Councillors.” All, I pre 
sume, were aware that in the event of a 
division we shall have nearly twice as 
many public officers, but we take the lib­
erty of thinking for ourselves that the 
outlay will not be nearly twice as much 
as it is now, since the actual labor will be 
very little increased, and no one, officer 
or otherwise, is entitled to more than he 
works for. Having said enough at pre­
sent.
