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THE FRENCH ELECTIONS.
There are several matters which 

they don't manage better * in France 
than in other places—Sterne to the 
contrary notwithstanding. For in­
stance, election matters, which are 
not carried on in a manner that would 
suit Englishmen. The nation stands 
on the tip-toe of expectation while a 
contest is waging between Thiers and 
Shee, and between Favrc and the ex­
patriated Henry Rochefort, while Na­
poleon, gloomy and sulky, issues his 
circulars giving information to the 
people that the election of certain can­
didates will be greeted by him with 
satisfaction, and that he will look with 
displeasure upon the return of their 
opponents.

There is considerable boldness and 
no little defiance of Imperial wrath in 
proposing as a member of the Corps 
Legislatif an individual so obnoxious 
to the Emperor as the Editor of the 
Lanterne ; but the people who, with 
all Napoleon’s power to prevent any­
thing like an outburst of dissatisfac­
tion with his government, and his will 
to punish such infraction, could sing 
tiie Marsellaise, and cry “ long live the 
Republic,” are not very likely to be 
deterred by official scowls fro n doing 
their best for the popular Rochefort, 
But suppose he should be elected, 
what then ? He fled to escape impris­
onment ; will he have the temerity to 
seek a seat where, if he remained true 
to his principles and spoke at all, it 
m ist be against a man with vhom he 
has already discovered it is dangerous 
to find fault ? Will he be allowed to 
take his seat, or may not the case of 
Wilkes, editor of the North Briton, 

and member for Middlesex, once re­
enacted in England be re-enacted 
in France with far more dra­
matic. perhaps more tragic effect. 
The Emperor, it is asserted, looks up­
on the probable election of Rochefort 
as a personal, if not a deadly insult ; 
and this we can well believe. He is 

the boldest enemy he has encoun* 
tared since the second of De­
cember, 1852, when he,'a# midnight, 
struck Liberty an assassin’s blow and 
laid her lifeless on the soil of France. 
No wonder he should hate the man 
who called him an usurper, and who 
dared to hurl in his face the stigma 
of illegitimacy ; and still less surpris­
ing is it that he should detest while 
he fears the popular spirit which is 
likely to make a conqueror of his un­
comprising and implacable foe.— 
There’s the rub. One verson is easi­
ly enough dealt with when he has no 
friends, but when he numbers these 
by thousands, he becomes rather for­
midable. It is said that the Govern­
ment is fully alive to the heaviness of 
the blow and the difficulties it will 
have to meet in future. Some prompt 
and decisive measure is to be taken 
should the balloting result in favour 
of Rochefort ; what it is we are not in­
formed, what probability there is of 
its success is not presumed, but there 
is a likelihood of stirring times in 
France, from which the French Em­
peror may acquire as little glory as he 
did when he threw his diplomatic ta- 
tics into the scale against those of Bis- 
mark. ___

Parliamentary.
In the House of Commons on Tues­

day the Patent Bill was read a third 
time and passed. The House con­
sidered in'eommittee the resolutions 
on the subject of the Union of New­
foundland to the Dominion of Cana 
da. Along discussion took place in 
which the financial position of New­
foundland was. thoroughly gone into. 
The only objection "made to the ar­
rangement was thkt too much was 
.being paid lor the acquisition of the 
Colony. It was clearly shewn that 
for the privilege of annexing it we 
would have to pay from §110,00b to 
$200,000, a year, part of which was oc­
casioned by a ridiculous land pur­
chase. Members from Ontario loud­
ly complained that they were to be 
heavy losers by such unjust arrange­
ments as were proposed to be made 
with Nova. Scotia and Newfoundland. 
After considerable discussion- the res­
olutions were adopted and reported, 
and will be brought up for concurrence 
on Thursday.

Lands on tiie Intercolonial 
Railway.—The returns relative to 
the settlement of lands on the route 
of the Intercolonial Railway was laid 
•before the House of Commons on 
Monday. On 28th of January last, 
the railway Commissioners called at­
tention to the question of providing 
labour for the construction of the line, 
and in connection with measures 
for the settlement of the country 
through which the railway passes, 
The eastern side of New Brunswick 
does not contain more than 80,000 
souls, and to drew a large number for 
the railway would derange the indus­
trial occupations and too much en­
hance labor. The same remarks ap­
ply to the portion of the line in Que­
bec and Nova Scotia. The Commis­
sioners call attention to large quanti­
ties of unoccupied land available for 
settlement, and the quantity of grain 
that could be raised, if'there were a 
market. They therefore call the atten­
tion of the local governments to the 
pro-priety of offering inducements to 
take up these grants by immigrants, as 
from 8,000 to 10,000 men will be em­
ployed on the line for the next three 
years. They suggest that to every 
man who should work faithfully for 
two yeavs’"irom 50 to 100 acres be 
granted.

Tiie New Judge.—Thu Leulcr 
says that Mr. Thomas Galt has been 
appointed to the vacant Judgeship. 
Mr. Galt is an excellent lawyer, 'who 
stands in the front rank of the profes­
sion, and no one will question his fit­
ness to wear the ermine.

Town and County Items.
Delayed.—The engine of the morning 

train on the Great Western Railway 
broke down to-day a few miles out ot 
Guelph, r xd had to wait until an en­
gine arrived from Hamilton to relieve it, 
and was four hours late in reaching Har­
risburg. ' ______

Pic-nic.—The annual pic-nic oi the 
Primitive Methodist Sabbath School will 
be held on “ Dominion Day,” July 1st, 
(weather permitting) in Mr. Rickaby’a 
bush, near Mr. Stevenson’s nursery gar­
dens.

Potatoes are all planted some time ago, 
and tiie work of preparing the land lor 
turnips is now progressing. On the 
whole the prospect of an abundant crop 
is good, and we hope that a hope so uni­
versally cherished will be realized.
