■ This selection is typical ot many 
other well-known lists, such as Dr. 
Charles W. Eliot’s and Sir John 
Lubbock’s “Hundred Best Books," 
upon all of which the stamp of 
academic scholarship and religious 
classicism is marked. If enjoyment 
is emphasized in these arrays, it is 
the enjoyment of the abstract thinker, 
the cloistered exaltation of the stu­
dent, the monastic zeal of the cleric. 
The selections have the fearful air 
of finality, the rigorous regimenta­
tion of authority. There is only a 
faint glint of adventure and personal 
prejudice or caprice in these massed 
formations. If joy has not been com­
pletely overlooked, it has been ef­
fectively sidetracked.

It was in an effort to break away 
from such imposing and forbidding 
classifications of the world’s master- 
pieces that the present symposium 
was undertaken.

Total Nearly a Thousand.
Greatness cannot be measured by 

ballot; immortality cannot be calcu­
lated by formula. But honest human 
reactions can be reported, and that 
is what the 130 were asked to do in 
this survey.

All in all, close to 1,000 books were

Martha and Mary.
Scripture Lesson: Luke 10:38-42; 

Mark 14:3-9; John 11:1, 12:8. Gol­
den Text: Luke 10:42.

T. DeCOURCY RAYNER,
Does laziness develop saintly char­

acter? The text appears to suggest 
this, for Martha has just been insin­
uating that Mary is both selfish and 
lazy; • yet Jesus places the seal of 
His approval on Mary’s attitude. I 
this be true, how many "saints in 
the making" there are among the 
modern daughters who leave the 
hated dishes and housework for 
mother to do. But Jesus has not 
indorsed laziness; nor does this in­
cident teach that idle meditation is 
the royal road to sainthood. Mary 
had probably risen early to do her 
share of the work in order to have 
time to avail herself of the priceless 
privilege of listening to the Saviour’s 
message. Martha was so anxious to 
give her best to Jesus that she al­
lowed herself no time to receive the 
best blessing He had to offer. She 
was so over-zealous—even to the 
point of distraction—in her self-im­
posed duties, that she cheated herself 
out of the best. And often we cheat 
ourselves today. You can always get 
more people out to a church social 
than you can to a prayer meeting; 
and this is neither good for the in­
dividual, the church, the nation or 
the world. Spiritual development is 
the most important task we have in 
this life, "for the things which are 
seen are temporal, but the things 
which are not seen are ETERNAL."

Three steps in spiritual develop­
ment as seen in this lesson:

1. Discipleship. Luke 10:39 and

42. The best place for the disciple is1 
at the feet of the Master. There are! 
too many mistaken Marthas and not! 
enough Marys in our churches. True! 
devotion consists not in “much serv-I 
ing," but in attitude of the soul. Ser-. 
vice is over-emphasized, and the 
subjective side of the religious life 
is neglected. Our many duties havei 
been allowed to crowd out prayer 
and communion With God. Disciples! 
must be willing to listen ere they1 
can learn to know and do God’s will.I 
God cannot teach us unless we are: 
willing to listen.

Analysis of Literature Read by Men and Women Foremost in 
Many Fields of Endeavor Places Bible Second in 

List of Works Most Enjoyed.

For the first time 130 leading men 
and women in the world of today— 
embracing many fields besides litera­
ture—have disclosed the books they 
really like best. From their lists a 
table of the most enjoyable books of 
thirty centuries has been prepared.

Below is an analysis and summary

"David Copperfield" by Dickens, and 
“Vanity Fair" by Thackeray. The 
rear guard of the first ten is brought
up by a strange team: “Alice in 
Wonderland," and "The Iliad," and 
"Odyssey" by Homer.

One of the striking features of the 
final result is the strong showing 
made by the poets. Three English 
poets are ranked among the first 
twenty titles—Browning, Keats, and 
Shelley, in the order named.
I A book scarcely two years old is 
twentieth on the list—"The Outline 
of History" by H. G. Wells.

The persistent play of personality 
in the determination of these rank­
ings is quite marked. Most of the 
lists are vividly characteristic of the 
temperament and mood of the folk 
behind them. But thundering gen­
eralizations are likely to be perilous. 
The range and the variety of the 
celebrities make some surprising 
groupings.

Nine persons, for instance, cast 
their ballot for Defoe’s “Robinson 
Crusoe," and here are their names:

Give me the wisdom, Lord, to sit, 
Like Mary, at the Master’s feet.

2. Friendship. John 11:1-46. Dis-1 
cipleship will lead to friendship, for 
Jesus declares: "Ye are my frlendsil 
if ye do whatsoever I command you"' 
—John 15:14. Think what the friend- 
ship of Jesus meant to that little, 
home in Bethany. Blessing in the 
home life! And the Saviour will1 
crown our homes with His presence 
and His blessing if we are His dis- 
ciples and friends.

3. Service. Mark 10:3-9; John’ 
12:1-8. The Master expects service 
from us. Lut true service will follow! 
discipleship, not precede it. Only 
when we have learned of Christ can 
we know what service He requires 
of us. Each has some talent. No one 
is left without opportunity. Whether! 
the service you can offer is great or 
small, matters not. What does mat-! 
ter is—Are you giving your best? 
Can Jesus say ot you: "She hathi 
done what she could?" 1

of the contributions to the series, 
“The Ten Books I Have Most En- : 
joyed," which has been appearing in 
The Advertiser.

Each contributor to the symposium 
listed- the books that had given him 
or her the most enjoyment. They are 
not lists of "best books," but of the 
books that come nearest the heart.

The summary of the contributions 
(some read like confessions) is a 
cross section ot the mind ot the age. 
The lists were supplied by novelists, 
poets, critics, businessmen, historians, 
shipping magnates, dancers, revival­
ists, university professors, prize- 
fighters, theologians, actors, moving 
picture stars, politicians, humorists, 
architects, sculptors, biographers, 
travelers, editors, vaudeville head- 
liners, musicians, theatrical produc­
ers, naturalists, essayists, labor lead­
ers, playwrights, publicists and child 
prodigies. Never has such an opinion 
come from such varied sources.

They named nearly a thousand 
books in all, and in the tabulation 
of their choices Shakespeare heads 
the list, with the Bible second among 
books, and Mark Twain's “Huckle­
berry Finn” third, getting 18 votes, 
as many as were cast for "Hamlet” 
alone.

SERVICES AS USUAL. mentioned—the enormous range of 
literature covered indicating that the 
personal equation was functioning 
most ot the time—and without it any 
listing is dreary, dull and meaning­
less.

And, after all, why should not 
pleasure in books be the guiding fac­
tor?

On this subject, John Cowper 
Powys, poet and critic, has written 
wisely and beautifully in his recent 
essay on "One Hundred Best Books":

“The absurd idea that one gets 
wise by reading books is probably at 
the bottom of the abominable pedan­
try that thrusts so many tiresome 
pieces of antiquity down the throats 
of youth. There is no talisman for

Only Two Living In First Ten.
Only two living writers, it will be 

observed, are listed among the first 
ten in order of popularity—Rudyard 
Kipling, and H. G. Wells. Yet no 
single work of Kipling is listed among 
the first twenty books, and "The Out­
line of History” barely qualifies as 
number twenty.

This is due to the fact that Kip­
ling’s total of twenty-eight votes and 
Wells’ of twenty-one are broken up 
among many of their books. Thir- 
teen of Kipling’s titles, ranging from 
"The Jungle Books" to "The Seven 
Seas" received votes, the most pop. 
ular work being "Kim" which re- 
ceived six.

Similarly eight of the Wells books 
were in the running. "Tono-Bungay" 
being the most popular of the novels. 
With the exception of "The Outline 
of History," the early work of Wells 
and Kipling is much more favored 
than their current or more recent 
books.

The list of the ten leading Ameri­
can authors offers a few surprises, 
although the premier position of Mark 
Twain was doubtless to be expected. 
Few would have predicted that Ralph 
Waldo Emerson would out-vote Poe 
and Bret Harte, and that James 
Branch Cabell would share with Hen­
drik Willem Van Loon and Booth 
Tarkington the distinction of being 
the only living authors among the 
ten.

A renaissance of interest in the 
South Seas and the rediscovery of 
Herman Melville as one of the might­
iest creative forces in American lit­
erature account for the listing of the 
author of "Moby-Dick."

The grouping of the living authors 
who scored highest, regardless of 
country, reveals the undisputed lead­
ership of Kipling and Wells, with a 
Polish man of the sea and British 
man of letters. Joseph Conrad, in 
third place, followed by a Frenchman 
and Irishman ranked together. Ana­
tole France and George Bernard 
Shaw. Directly behind comes Thomas 
Hardy, whose vote is scattered 
among five of his novels, "Tess" pre­
dominating. and Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle, whose strength is massed 
solidly behind the Sherlock Holmes 
stories of yesteryear. Except for 
Romain Rolland, who scores entirely

wise—some of the wisest ingetting
open a book, and yetthe world never

their native wit, so heavenly-free 
from culture, would serve to challenge 
Voltaire.

"Lovers of books, like other in­
fatuated lovers, best know the ac­
count they find in their exquisite 
obsessions. None of the explanations 
they give seem to cover the field of 
their enjoyment. The thing is a pas­
sion, a sort of delicate madhess, and 
like other passions, quite unintel­
ligible to those who are outside. Per­
sons who read for the purpose ot 
making a success of their added 
erudition or the better to adapt them­
selves-what a phrase!—to their 
"life's work," are, to my thinking, 
like the wretches who throw flowers 
into graves. What sacrilege, to trail 
the reluctances and coynesses, the 
shynesses and sweet reserves of 
these ‘furtivi amores’ at the heels of 
a wretched ambition to be ‘cultivât- 
ed’ or learned, or to ‘get on’ in the 
world.

Shakespeare Is Really Read.
This symposium was started as a 

search for the books that are really 
enjoyed and cherished—books that 
are read and re-read, books that live 
in the heart and mind of the reader, 
books that are rousing adventures, 
books that are flesh-and-blood reali­
ties.

Here was a new approach to a 
familiar theme. In the past most 
quests of this sort resulted in pond­
erous lists of classics, weighted down 
with academic authority, laden with 
dust ot reference room and uniform 
editions. This symposium, instead, 
is a roll-call of rapture.

Shakespeare out-tops them all.
That is the dominant trend of the 

replies. Sensing the spirit of the 
question, many of the celebrities al­
most apologized for putting this sure- 
fire name on their lists. Some of 
them explained, rather shamefacedly, 
that they could not in all honesty 
leave Shakespeare off, despite the 
fact that every man’s credo ranks 
him as the greatest writer of all time.

Thirty votes were cast for Shake- 
speare’s complete plays, regarded as 
a single book, because they are avail­
able in one volume, in addition, eigh­
teen singled out "Hamlet” as their
