Washington, May 6. — Robert J. 

Stevens, United State» Consul »t Vic­
toria, in » letter addressed to the state de­
partment says: “There is a division here 
as to the employment of Chinese even 
among the miners, as many of them are 
paid by the ton of coal that they mine, 
and they sometime» realize $4 and even 
$6 per day. These men employ Chinese 
at $1 or $1.60 per day to ahovel and load 
vans, and sometimes even as tampers. 
The white miners perform but very little 
heavy labor themselves.

When Lord Salisbury made hi» appear­
ance in his seat, Lord Wolseley rose to 
make a personal explanation in regard to 
the premier’» charge that he (Wolseley} 
had attacked the government. He was 
unable to see how any unprejudiced per­
son could construe his remarks into an 
assault on the government. He could not 
honestly assail the government for he was 
aware that Stanhope waa endeavering to 
render the army efficient. Still he felt 
that a great deal more might
be done in that direction than 
had yet beep accomplished. He admitted 
that the present government had done 
much to strengthen the defences, but he 
would stand by hia banquet speech to 
which the premier had taken exception. 
Farther, he saw .tijat as long as the navy 
remained aa weak aa it is now, the army 
could not hold its own, dispensed as it us 
over the world. H a hundred thousand 
men, properly handled, should land on 
any part of the English coast, there is no 
reason why they might not take possession 
of the country. He was fully aware of the 
responsibility he incurred in making this 
statement, yet he felt compelled to make 
it after reading Lord Salisbury’» speech 
of Saturday. He had felt tempted to re­
sign immediately, but he now placed him­
self m the hands of the premier. He had 
no intention to cast a slur upon the gov­
ernment and had honestly endeavored to 
serve his country (cheers).

Lord Salisbury said that, while 
holding his strictures upon Lord 
Wolseley’s statements as having been 
entirely unwarranted, accepted his 
disavowal of -intention to assail the 
government. He paid a high tribute to 
General Wolseley’s military skill, and 
would regret his resignation as a great 
blow to the military administration.

An Extensive Fire Occurs in Char­
lottetown, P. K. Island.

Opening of the Quebec Legislature-Probable 
Settlement of the Jesuit Estates Ques­

tion—The Laval Contested El- 
ecdon Case.

The Laval Corniest.
Montreal, May 15.—The Laval con­

tested election case, by which Leblanc 
was unseated, has given rise to some very 
interesting law proceedings. Judgment 
annulling the election was rendered in 
April and the costs went against Leblanc 
to the amount of $966.96. This sum not 
being paid, the petitioner, Guimond, on 
the day of the new election seized in the 
hands of Returning Officer Leonard the 
$200 deposit by Leblanc, in accordance 
with the law. Guimond did not stop 
there. He has now taken seizure in the 
hands of the speaker of the assembly at 
Quebec, Hon. Marchand and his cashier 
Simonneau, of the indemnity which 
coming to the M. P. P. for Laval for his 
attendance this session.

Opening #f Quebec Legislature.
Quebec, May 15.—The local legislature 

was opened this afternoon by Lieut.-Gov­
ernor Augers with unusual pomp. A 
brilliant gathering assembled in the legis­
lative council. The speech from the 
throne was remarkable for its great length 
and the measures promised.
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AN OPINION.
General Wolseley to-day spoke for 

three-quarters of an hour from the 
benches in the non-political portion of the 
house. His enunciation was clear and 
impassioned, and his sentences 
framed from voluminous notes which he 
held in his hands. Once he referred 
to Lord Salisbury by name instead 
of alluding to him ‘as “ the noble 
Marquis,” and immediately arose numer­
ous and suppressed calls of ‘‘order” from 
all parts of the chamber, but otherwise 
the speaker met with very little interrup­
tion. The galleries were crowded with 
ladies, among whom was the Marchioness 
of Salisbury, and the spectator paid no 
less strict attention to the speeches than 
did the noble lords on the benches. The 
general opinion is that General Wolseley 
scored a complete triumph over the pre­
mier, particularly in the fact that Lord 
Salisbury’s reply commits the government 
to the institution of reforms demanded in 
spite of the previous denial that no 
necessity for them existed.

Settlement of Jesuit Estates.
Perhaps the most important paragraph 

in the speech from the throne to-day, 
is this, “I am happy to inform you that 
the question of Jesuit’s estates, which has 
been so long pending between the reli­
gious and civü authorities, and which 
caused so much uneasiness in this country, 
will soon be decided favorably aud to the 
satisfaction of all interested and that 
my government hopes, during the session, 
to submit a settlement in this connection 
for your approval. The obstacle» which 
prevented the sale of the site of the old 
college of Jesuits in this city has been re­
moved, and the principle of the restitu­
tion in kind has been abandoned by the 
interested parties. All that remains to 
be done is to determine the amount of 
compensation granted. On the occasion 
of the settlement of this delicate question 
certain Protestant educational institutions 
will receive a fair allowance, proportionate 
to the numerical importance of the min­
ority in this province.”

Defence of the Empire.
In the house of commons this evening 

Win. H. Smith, government leader, 
moved that £8,600,000 be granted the 
Australian colonies for the purpose of de­
fence.

Mr. Stanhope, secretary of the war de­
partment, announced that the government 
would undertake to have a full inquiry 
made in regard to recent statements 
which have been made concerning the de­
fenceless condition of the country. Lord 
Salisbury would have charge of the in­
quiry. Stanhope said that the defence 
works of ports and coaling stations 
were already in progress. In future 
ships would not be obliged to wait 
for their guns, but they would 
be ready for them. As for the artillery it 
had a better gun than any army on the 
continent and a supply sufficient for two 
army corps.

General Sir Henry Havelock Allen in­
sisted upon the necessity of largely 
strengthening both naval and military de­
fences. He said that England’s position 
in the matter of modern guns was inferior 
to European armies.

His offense, on the con­
trary, was that he had evinced a desire to 
concentrate the forces, not to scatter 
them in order to aid sharpers and 
schemers. It was the authors of distant 
campaigns who had accused him of dream­
ing of war and the dictatorship. To these 
men General Boulanger said, “The cham­
ber of deputies is not afraid of me, but of 
you.” Upon the occasion of Boulanger’s 
departure for Valenciennes this morning 
the streets in the vicinity of the railway 
station were crowded, and the efforts of 
the police to disperse the people precipi­
tated a row.

CARNARVON REPLIES TO PARNELL^
Plan of Rule for Ireland—Basis for Irish Self- 

Government.

London, May 11.—Lord Carnarvon in 
reply to Parnell explains the points of his 
idea of a prqpev _baeis for Irish self-gov­
ernment as follows:

First—Supremacy of the crown and 
imperial parliament as the ultimate re­
sort.

Second—Control of the police and ap­
pointment of the judiciary by the crown.

Third—Limitation of local taxation 
to such an extent as to prevent injustice.

Fourth—Reasonable satisfying of the 
people of Ulster.

Fifth—The whole to be preceded by 
some land settlement.

To those, Carnarvon says, must be 
added the separation of the legislative and 
executive functions. He details very fully 
the difficulties of such a scheme, but, 
tight or wrong, he says, the scheme is 
utterly impossible now, Gladstone having 
destroyed all chance of reasonable settle­
ment on such a basis. Lord Carnarvon 
then deals with the crown colony idea in 
similar detail and gives his opinion that 
though the plan is a difficult one it is not 
impossible. He says his ideas are solely 
his own, and his late colleagues are in no 
way responsible for them.

THE LATE ABCHBISHOP LYACH.
He Died Not Worth Fifty Cents—The Body 

WU1 Lie in State Until Wednesday-High 
Mass to be Sung by Cardinal Taschereau— 
The Funeral Sermon Preached by the 
Bishop of Bnffhlo.

(Special to The Colonist.)
Toronto, May 13.—Universal regret at 

the death of Archbishop Lynch, 
de need te-day in many Protestant 
churches. Touching and eloquent trib­
utes were made to the life <of the dead 
prelate. In the Roman Catholic churches 
no references of moment were made. 
Telegrams are pouring in from all parts of 
the continent, on the loss which the 
Canadian Catholic church has sustained. 
Among the messages received are those 
from Cardinal Taschereau, the Archbishop 
of St. Boniface* the Minister of Justice, 
and many others. Archbishop Lynch died 
not worth a 60 cent piece in cash or per­
sonal property, though as trustee of the 
corporation of his church, he held millions 
in his keeping. It was said to-day by 
personal friends that during his life he 
never owned two coats at one time, and 
that the secular garments in which the 
body was dressed were the only ones his 
slender wardrobe had long boasted. The 
body will be taken without pomp or os­
tentation to St. Michael’s Cathedral at 8 
p.m. Monday where it will lay in state 
till 10:30 Wednesday, when services will 
l>e held, at which Cardinal Taschereau 
will sing pontificial high mass, and Bishop 
Ryan, of Buffalo, will preach the funeral 
sermon.

Of 
this family came Lamia, the witch of 
Crete, whose woman’s heart rendered 
her doubly sensitive to the degradation 
she suffered during her incarceration 
within her scaly prison ; nor did she, on 
renewing the- pristine glory of her hu­
man form, completely lose the essence of 
her serpent nature. Harmonia, the wife 
of Cadmus, to be- a companion in her 
husband’s misfortunes, also took upon 
herself the serpent’s shape, but being 
devoid of evil intent, never, it is said, 
shunned, but rather sought man’s pres­
ence.

Perhaps it is but another form of the 
classic Harmonia which has become fa­
miliar to us under the name of the fairy 
Gentilla, who, in an adder’s shape, 
sought refuge with Prince Leander from 
the vengeance of the irate gardeners, but 
at the end of several days dropped her 
acaly mantle, and, arrayed in super­
natural charms, munificently rewarded 
her protector. In some of the 
counts of Mel usina she is cited as a mem­
ber of this sisterhood. Jean D’Arras 
represents her as a serpent “enameled 
blue and white;” thus also did she pre­
sent herself to the commander of Lusig­
nan, a fortress which she erected in the 
early days of her wedded happiness. If 
there he any who wonder that this union 
of serpent and woman should have 
proved attractive to our ancestors, might 
not the sinuous grace and enigmatical 
character of our own Elsie Venner plead 
eloquently for the charms of her myth 
born sisters?—North American Review.

And 
all this splendor is evoked by the simple 
mechanism of minute particles, them­
selves without color, suspended in the 
air. Those who referred toe extraordi­
nary succession of atmospheric glows, 
witnessed some years ago, to a vast and 
violent discharge of volcanic ashes, were 
dealing with “a true cause,” The fine 
floating residue of such «dies would 
doubtedly be able to produce the effects 
ascribed to it. Still the mechanism to 
produce the morning and evening red, 
though of variable efficiency, is always 
present in the atmosphere. I have seen 
displays, equal in magnificence to the 
finest of those above referred to, when 
when there was no special volcanic out­
burst to which they could be referred. 
It was toe long continued repetition of 
the glows which rendered the volcanic 
theory highly probable.—Professor John
