PROPS FOR AUSTRALIA,

First Ever Loaded In B. C. to Be Car-
ried by the McNeill,

After long urging on the part of local
firms, some of the big Australian mine
owners have consented to try the round
props instead of the sawn timber for use
in their mines, The romnd props give
every satisfaction here and in the Mexi-
can mines, where large cargoes are sent
nearly every month from neighboring
islands.
