A VERDICT OF MANSLAUGHTER
AGAINST JOHN BYRON,

The Accused Man Breaks Down Com-
pletely and Sobs Like a Child—-The
Bloody Knife in Court—A Song on the
Train Causes Il-feeling—His Employer
Would Trust Byron in Any Position.

The second act in the Mimico tragedy was
played yesterday, when Coroner Lynd com-
menced an inquest on the body of John
Wade, the victim of Sgturday night's fatal
row, The prisoner, John Byron, who is al-
leged to be the mirderer, was brought ont
on_ the suburban train at 1 o'clock. As be
entered the trall with manacled hands, his
face the very picture of misery, he noticed
the rough coffin for the murdered man stand-
ing in‘one corner of the car. The prisoner
started back and trembled from head tofoot.
Great tears rolled down his cheeks and his
kiead dropped to his breast, His emotionwas
noticed and he was removed to another car,

The New York Niagara Falls Commission- 1
ers Won't Have Commerce Inter-
fere with Their Trust.

The commissioners of- Niagara ‘Falls Park
on behalf of New York State have made

comprehensive plan of restoration which they |
desire to carry ou and which wil' vequire
moderate annual appropriations for some '
years to come. After speaking of several
minor improvements made, or in course of
making, the commissioners speak of the im-

rtance of protecting the southern shore of

t Island from the action of the river.

During the past year, owing to lack of funds,
no can es op pgr t character have been
adopted to prevent this abrasion of Goat Island.
Meantime, the current with unabated force |
carries on its devastating work. While there are
no means of ascertaining exactly how much of
the soil of Goat Island is annually worn or washed
away, there can be nodoubt that the process of |
destruction goes incessantly on. The river dashes |
against the island with enormous force and |
velocity. It has a descent of about fifty feet im |
the last mile of its course to the brink of the
precipice. An island of ranite would inevitably
yield to the power of such an irresistible current. |

The commissioners give it to be under-|
stood that they will decline to entertain

ropositions or applications on the part of |
individuals or corporations to utilize the
water power at Niagara, nor will they coun-
tenance any scheme or project the success
of which would be likely to result in deface-
meant of the landscape, or in any way inter-
fere with the performance of the duty in-
trusted to them, namely, that of restoring
the scenery to its natural condition. No con-
trivances for Privnte pecuniary profit, no
advertising devices will ‘'be allowed on the
reservation.
