St. John’s, Nild,, Jan. 8.—Disorder pre:
vailed here all day, and serious bloodshed
was darrowly averted. : The . unemploy-
ed assembled early this morning and
marched to the man-ofl-war Tourma-
line, whose captain yesterday promised
them that he would use his influence
with the authorities in  their bebalf.
When the crowd-appeared he ‘referred
rnor. The men then
marched to the Government House, where
a. deputation waiged upon the executive.
The latter inform
erument was considering . measures of
relief, &nd advised them to call on the
pity representatives for their immediate
wants. :
Captured the Provineial Buildings

The mob then went to the Legislative
buildings, but were refused admission.
They burst open the doors and surged into
tha corridors. . The police on g ard at-
tempted to drive them out, ?{“t were
overwhelmed and forced to retire. The
policaq reserves were summoned, and after
a desperate struggle managed to eject
the intruders.

In the'afternoon the crowd reassembled
and returned tojthe Government House,
where' it complained to the Governor of
§ts treatment during the morning, and
geiterated its demand for relief. The
Goyernor, repeated his advice of the fore-
moon, and said he was powerless to act
without the co-operation of the Minis-
try. i

Baired Against the Mob.

tioned around the building.

Carried It By Stoyrm.

By this time the mob, seeing that uo
attention, was being paid to its de-
mands by those inside the building, made
g rush for the doors. The rolice were
owerless “to stem the tide of the in-
furiated mass, and many, officers were

One sergeant was ghrown over the
steps | leading to the / main door and
seriously hurt, while an officer had his
vheek cut open with a stone.

Finally Premier Greene appeared on
the balcony, and in a speech expressed
regret at the condition of the colouy
and the destitution prevailing . among
the people. He promised that employ-

ment would be given within three days |

and bezged ‘the crowd to have patience
and confidence in the Government. He
promised to .resign if work was not
provided within the tiofe specified.
Looted the stores.

» This did not satigfy the crowd, *who
told him plainly that they -would break
into the stores and get food. This-
threat the mob immediately put into ef-
lect. Marching down into the city, the
rioters made an attack upon the pre-
mises occupied by Edwin Duder, who
was recently. compelled to assign.

FIREMAN BOWERY BURIED.

—————

THE VIOTIM OF SUNDAY'S BLAZE
LAID AT R!ST.

All Classes of Citizens Do Homor to the
Dead Hero—The Casket Buried Under
a Mass of Floral Tributes—Impressive
Services in Parliament-street Church
and at the Grave. !

Toronto creditably honored her brave
dead yesterday, ~when at least 12,000
citizens of all classes wended their way
to the Baptist :Church in Parliament-
street, where the .remains of the dead
fireman, Robert Bowery were viewed by
about 10,000 of the vast throng.

The church was opeuned to the public
ab 10 o'clock, and until hali past three
the people streamed up ‘the aisles of the
church, and, after havi a glance at
the¢ remains, were moved along by the
policemen to make room for more. !

From 2o’tlock until after the ‘uneral
thousands of people were crowded to-
gether in Parliament-street, from Wil-
ton-avenue to Sydenham-street being
impassable, Mauy who wished to see
the body were disappbinted, owing to
the impossibility of their getting near
the church. o

Inside the sacred edifice’ every avil-
able foot of space was taken ap long
before the commencement of the service.

The walls of the church were draped
witl black cloth, the pulpit 2nd plat-
form being also draped in a similar man-
mer. _Near the pulpit was the caslét
in which the dead fireman lay, and'a
large space around it was covered with
floral wreaths in every conceivable ap-
propriate design. 2

The coffin was covered witlt black, or-
namented with silver mbuntings.
bore the simple iuscgiption:

ROBERT BOWERY,
Died January 6, 1895,
Age, 25 yaars.

Ouly two floral decorations were on the
casket, one being a very handsome design
in the form; of a cross and wreath, the
top of the cross baing raised about 12
inches, and the, foot of the cross touch-
ing' the edge of the wreath. It wascom-
posed of white roses, lilies, hyachinths,
carnations, daisies, chrysanthemums and
‘maidenhair fern,and the word ‘“‘Comrade”
inseribed; in purple immortels in the cen-
tre of the cross. A card attached was
worded, “From his comrades at Lombard-
street Station.” 2

The other consisted of a, heart, made
of roses and other white flowers,to which
thére was a card attached containing
only. two words, “From Maud.”

Bestrewed around the coffin were many
tributes. A large pillow of white daisies,
bordered,_ with white roses and ferns,with
“Police Force” in immortelles in the
centre; handsome pillow of white flow-
ers, surmounted by:a wreath, with the
inscription, “‘Officers and members of
Toronto Fire Depariment;” a large
crown_of white flowers, with the inserip-
tion, "A Hero,” fronx The Glcbe; a wreath
etc., Jrom The Globe editorial staff;

WAS HE POISONED?
Another Alleged Murder Case in Western
Ontario.

Provineinl Analyst Ellis has received
from Sarnia the stomach-and other or-
gans of Joseph Glass, who died at Sar-
nia, Dec. 22, after a short illness. The
attending physician of Glass, Dr. C
Vail, expressed the opinion, when the in-
quest was held, that the victim died from
the effect of an irritant poison.

It is suspected that deceaped’s death
wus oceasioned by a dose of Paris green,
a large guaitity of which was found in
the house..

YERY DAMAGING EVIDBNOE IN THE
HENDERSHOTT MURDER TRIAL,

8ix Witnesses Testify That There Was a
Hole in the Ground Caused By a Knot
on the Tree at the FPoint Where the
Murdered Man’s Head Was Lylng When

Found.

St. Thomas, Ont., Jan, 8.—The hearing
of evidence before the ‘bench of magis-
trates in the charge of murder against
W. D. Welter and John Hendershott was
resumed - to-day, six witnesses being ex-
amined. .

John Stubbs, butcher, who called at
John Hendershott’s house : the morninZ
of- the killing, and whom members of
Hendershott’s familyz said must have
seen the murdered man therg, testitied
that he had no remembrance of seeingZ
the deceased. He thought he did con-
verse with the prisoner Welter, George
Crajz and prisoner Hendershott’s two
daugzliters.

Edwin Pearce, Richard A. Sanders,
Edwin Wardell, Robert ~Stephens and
Henry House, who were the first at the
woods on the day of the killing, gave
evidence as to the position ol the body
and the discovery and location of the
diiierent blood marks and patches of
blood. { ;

There was an inch clear space betwean
the top and the nurdered man’s head,
and the surface of the knot, so that the
body could easily have been shoved un-
der after death.

Not Killed When Running.

All agreed that if the dead man had
been running after his watch, as stated
by Prisoner /Welter, tripped and - fell,
he could not have fallen in the position
in which ‘he was found. The body was
kying in a cross direction to ,that in
which deceased was said to be running,
and one hand was under his head and
the other arm curved around to the top
of his head with the hand closed.

They held that if he ran and fell he
would have fallen straight and that his
arms would have been outstretched.

Two of the witnesses, Edwin Wardell,
who uséd Hendershott’s ax for two
months, and Robert Stephens, who was
at a bee -~where the belly of
the handle was-splintered, identified the
blood-stained ax found .in the woods as |
the property of John Hendershott.
