HOW THE LIBERATED RACE HAVE PROFITED B}
THEIR FREEDOM.

The negroes in Virginia, with some rare
exceptions, have formed an orderly and
penaceable element in the community since
Lee’s surrender, but their fundness for
flocking to the cities and to the public
works renders it difficult in some sections

Poultry tor Profit.

There is an industry in which Canada
excels, which uneeds no protection, and
which though it appears like & small busi.
ness yet in the aggregate is very large,
We mean the rearing of poultry. The vx-
port of cggs from (pada to the States is
very large though the home consumption
is proat, and the same may be said of fat.
ted fowls. Amongst all the favorite breeds
of hens there is not perhaps on the whole
a better one than the mixed breed brought
from Norwandy by the early French Cana-
dian settlers, but if a nice breed Is wanted
Plymouth Rocks probably combine the
best combiuation of good qualities. As
early spring chickens always bring & high
price, and also late fall and winter eggs,
and both of these best paying portions of
the poultry trade can only be secured by
early hatching, attention should be given
now to good teeding, and good nest accom-
modation. The cockerells as soon as
ready for the market should be sold, and
hea chickens get every practicable advan-
tage for beginning to lay about October or
November. If kept warm and comfortable
and well fed they may be expected to lay
all winter. Eggs at two or three cents
a picce pay better than eggs at one cent.
The next more important branch of poul-
try business is raising and fattening tur.
keys. There is no other meat produced
on the farm that brings so high a price as
turkeys about Thaoksgiving time and
Christmas. To raise turkeys to advantage
hey should be hatched early, and great
are is requisite for the first fortnight or
three weeks. They must on no account
run on wet grags o a cold wet soil, they
should bave a dry well sheltered shed with
plenty of sunligkt and ouly be let out
when the ground is warmed by the sun,
The turkey when grown is very hardy and
can pick up much of its own living. It
is especially valuable for ¢ yanking off’
insects of all kinds that injure the crops,
A bird so very valuable shovld evidently
be extensively rsised. The following is
the way an American practical man treats
this subject in the Farm and Home, and if
bis prices for turkeys are higher than can
be got iu Canada, so is probably the ex-
pense of raising them,

RATSING TURKEYS,

The one thing that paid last ycar was
raising tarkeys. They had quick eale at
Thanksgiving for 20 cents’ a pound, and
at Christmas for 21 to 22 cents,and the
farmers could have had 25 cents at the last
season if they bad known as much about
the market three days before Christmas as
they did three days after. And this price
is not excepticnal. The average for good
New Eogland turkeys for the last twenty
years, I believe, will exceed 18 cents a

Early turkeys are twice as iike-
ly to live as late ones. When the young
come off put them in little board pens in a
warm place for & wcek or more, feeding
them six or cight timesa day with coarse
meal and chopped hard boiled eggs, mixed
with wateror what is better, sour milk.
As soon as they are strong enough give
them pasture range at first, then turn them
into a meadow, but by all means feed them
at noon, and to this end drive them up to
the bouse. This will them acustomed
to coming up for their didfiler, and so they

‘Women as Journalists.
DIVERGENT OPINIONS ABOUT THEM.

1 was sitting less than an bour ago in
the office of a powerful journalist. A lady's
eard was brought to him,and a few min-
wles after, when his secretary reported that
the lady was seeking work, he sent word
to dismiss her. Then turning to me he
gaid: *-I bave concluded to give no more
work to women. They are utterly useless
as writers on a daily journal ; you can
never depend on them ; they are eapricious,
whimmy, unreasonable and unreliable.”

I expressed some surprise that he should
deem them unreliable, but he said that
his experience tavght him that women's
intuitions are very quick;,and that they io-
terfered seriously with the preparation of
reports or sketches which should be ac-
ceptable to a newspaper whose conductors
wanted news and not opinions. in my
own expericnce I have found many diffi-
culties in the way of utilizing women and,
oo the other hand, some of the best work
1 have had done was by women,

paper here I bad ocoasion to treat enten-
sively of labor matters, to look into trade
unions, and discuss the problem of strikes.

this, There is always a demand for large
horses and mules for draught purposes,
and tbey sell readily, Every farmer
should try to make everything pay to pro-
fit—make every edge cut.’—Rural Californ-

Grarrive Wax.—Last spring, after con-
siderable trouble, this recipe was obtained
for grafting wax, and as it hasproved satis_
factory, it is given for the benefit of
others : Take 1 1b. of rosin, § Ib. of bees-
wax. and a little less than } 1b. of tallow.
Melt together in & small iron kettle,and
stir thoroughly that the ingredients may
be well mixed. Pourintoa dish of cold
water, and when cool, break into three or
four pieces, aud, pnll like molarses candy
until white and fine-grained. When the
whole is proerly worked , divide into eight
pieces, form into rolls rix inchee long, and
wrap in oiled paper. To clean the kettle,
rub it while yot hot with a teaspoonful of
tallow, and wash oat with and warm
water ; repeat this, and riuse, and it will

be as clean as ever. .
