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Historical Notes on Forgotten People.

In our last article.under this heading,
Philip Berteaux’ name was placed first in
the list of those persons who had gathered
at the water side in the old town of Anna-
polis Royal 135 years ago to witness the sad
departure of the ill-fated French inhabi-
tants of this section of the beautiful valley
now containing the homes of a thrifty,
prosperous, and happy population. We
did not give him the first place in the list
because he occupied a first place among
those present, but simply because his name
first occurred to us while writing. Mr.
Berteaux was of Huguenot origin, and the
family had found refuge and religious free-
dom in the Channel Islands from the perse-
cations to which it had been subjected
after the Revocation of the Edict of Nantes,
that great charter of religious toleration
under which it had flourished and prosper-
ed in peace and sccurity in other days.
The man of whom we are speaking was

born in the island of Guernsey and was|

there educated. He came to the province
before the French expulsion, as a ** master
carpenter ” in the employ of the Board of
Ordnance. It is not certain whether he
was married before he came hither or not,
bat as the employes of this Board were all
unmarried on' reaching our shores it is
probable that he did not take a wife until
after his settlement in Annapolis. Easson,
Sanders, Sampson and Williams, who were
sent here by the same board married after

they came out, and married (with one ex- l

ception) natives of the town. We have not
been able to ascertuin the maiden family
name of éither of his two wives, by both of
whom he had children,

The valley landscapes are all aglow with
apple-bloo Svery variety of color- and
the atmbPhere is filledgwith their delicate
perfumes. ‘The pests which are so fatal tof
the apple crop—the caterpillar and canker-
worm—which 6 was recently feared'would
make havoe of the hopes of our orchardists,
are now thought to be less plentiful  than
was anticipated.

lis. Four years after the scene of the
deportation of the French habitans, his
name appears in the Cape Grant; and in
the following year, 1760, it occurs as one
of the grantees in the new township in that
year erected, and his lot was that lying on
the east side of Saw Mill Creek, a part of
which, at least, is still owned and occupied
by some of his descendants, who are now
very numerous, and to be found in Wilmot,
Aylesford, Annapolis, and in the United
States. By his first wife he had two sons,
William and Charles, and one daughter,
Ann, who married Heinrich Hardwieck and

thus became the ancestress of the largeand |

respectable families bearing that name ;
William, his eldest son, married in 1788
Ann Spurr, daughter of Michael Spurr, one
of the"Massachusetts settlers of 1760, by
whom he had three sons and four daugh-
ters. Of the sons George remained on the
homestead at Sdw Mill Creek, where his
descendants are still domiciled; Charles
settled further up the valley and was the
father of a large family, and Philip, who
died childless, though married, settled for
a time at Marshalliton, in Digby county,
where he had for a next neighbor a Mr.
Samuel Edison, who married in 1792 Nancy
Simpson, and who, tradition says, were
the grandparents of the great inventor and
electrician of New York. Philip Berteaux
and wife accompanied the Edisons in their
migration to Ontario, where the former
ultimately died and the latter crossed the
lake to western New York where they
domiciled, and where it was said the in-
ventor was afterward born.

Charles, the second son, married Mary

Robinson in 1798, by whom he had six sons |

and three daughters, and from these sons,
—William, Charles, James, Robert, John
and Edward,—have sprung the large num-
ber of families of the name in the eastern
end of the county and Aylesford.

Thomas, the third son, and half brother
of those spoken of married, in 1795, Mary
Bolsor, by whom he had two sons and
seven daughters. The sons John and Philip
also settled in the eastern section of the
county and their descendants are still dom-
iciled there.

If the progenitor of this worthy family
could behold all the descendants who are
living to-day, his heart would throb with
delight and surprise, and if, when he view-
«ed the final act of the French expatriation
he had been told that at the end of less
than a century and a half that his blood
would circulate in so many hundreds of
human beings, he would not have believed
it possible. Should not his descendants
erect to his memory a monument to com-
memoratehisearlyservices in thecolony, and
discharge afilial duty incumbent upon them?
Let every branch of the family unite in
raising a fund to provide for such a move-
ment, to be placed in the oldest graveyard
in the Dominion, in which his dust reposes,
and le; them by suitable inscriptions give
the public of future generations some fur-
ther knowledge of a worthy and useful an-

cestor.

In the Horticultural, Apiary, Natural
History, Ladies’ and Children’s depart-
ment, prizes amounting to $537 are offered.

Messrs. D. A. McCaskill & Co., of Mon-
treal, offer special prizes for carriages
varnished with their celebrated varnishes.

The publisher of the Maritime Agricul-
turist, Robert Jarvis Gilbert, of Dorches-
ter, N. B., offers a silver (gold-lined) cup,
to be awarded to any son of a farmer re-
siding in the Maritime Provinces, for the
best essay written by him on the subject,
““ The Best Means of Inducing the Boys to
Remain on the Farms.” All essays to be
sent to the Secretary of the Exhibition As-
sociation, St. John. N. B., on or before the
first day of September, 1890, and judgment
to be passed by the editor of the above
jeurnal and two directors of the associa-
tion. The successful candidate will receive
his prize during the holding of the exhibi-
tion and his essay will be published in the
columns of the Agriculturist, in the same
issue following the close of the exhibition.
The exhibition association in addition to
the above prize will award a first-class
diploma under the same conditions of com-
petition,

The total prizes, amounting to $11,364,
in addition to which a large number of
diplomas and other special prizes will be
awarded according to the regulations of the
assoclation,

The directors have already reeeived very
encouraging reports of the prospect of an
attractive display of the products of the
West India ?slamds, and with the large
number of special attractions which are be-
ing secured, this exhibition promises to
surpass anything that has. ever been at-
tempted in the Maritime Provinces.
