On the 11th of January in this year, the Visi-
tation of the Clergy was Leld, »ud the Epfscopal
Charge was delivered in the Cathedral Church
at Queber. Two years and a half only, had

“clapsed gince the lagt oceasion of the same kind ;

but the Diocesan Churel Society had, for certain
rcasons of apparent cogency, passed a by-law
to change their Anniversary from July to Jan-
uary ; and the Diocese of Quebee is not of a
nature to admit, conveniently, of calling tho
budy of the Clergy together more than once in
the same year. The Bishop, therefore, felt it
necessavy o to frame his arrangements as to
bring into close conjunction three high occasions
of the Church—the Visitation, the Church Society
Antwersary, (both appointed for the same day),
and the Jiocesean assembly of the Clergy and
Lay-delegates called together for the 12th. Of
the two latter Mectings, a full account appears
in the February No. of this paper for 1554,
The meetings were greatly thinned by sever-
ity of the weather and the occurrence of snow-
storms which obstructed the teavelling.
