THE UNITED STATES OCEAN MAILS.

IN a reply to a toast given at the reeeption of President
Garfield at Long Branch, N. J., the Postwaster-General
made a prediction  He said :

The future of civil servico reform is now assured.
The postal service of the United Szates is the best in the
world. Just think of its marvelous growth. A hundred
years ago it tovk two or three days tosend a letter from
New York to Piuladelphia ; to-day only six diys separate
the Gulden Gate from Sandy Hook. Not more than three
years will roll around belore American mails will be
carriced in American ships.

A NEW WAY OF SENDING MONEY BY MAIL.

In this issue we note the fact that {iermany has institut.d
a system of Money Order Cards, and the following article
from an oxchange will show that the idea is bearing fruit
in the United States Postal Department :

The Postwaster-Genecal of the United States has, it

is said, devised a plan for sending small sums of money |

throush the mails at a eheap rate.  The deviso conei,sts of
& card having three columns, dollars, tens and cents and
ths amount té ba drawn is do-ignated by punching out
figures. ‘T'wo denominations will be issved, one for all
sums within $2,50, nud the other for all sums within 35.
The orders will be payuble to bearer, and the post offico
will not be responsible for their sufe delivery any more
than for frnctional currency, for which they are a substi-
tute.  The orders will be fincly printed on bank-note
paper.  The pustiaster will sell the €2 card for two or
three cents premium, and the $5 card for four or five
cents premium, and will himself punch out the amount
priid and the buyer will simply inclose the card in his
Ietier, and the recsiver e get it cashed at any office.
The prstmaster will enter the nmount of the order on o
stub, which will be the only check the department will
neced, as the name of tho senler and payee are not
entered.  Inorder to prevent tha use of the postal orders
as currency they are fo be rediemibio only for threo
wonths from the dato of issue.

POST OFFICE EXTENSION.

The Post Offico in any country should be able %o heat
any competitor out of the ficld, because its ramwifications
extend cverywhere, and it possesses a stiff which no
company, public or private, can hope to damand. For
all that, however, we read in a London newspapor that
it is cheaper to send a parcel of byoks long distances by
train than it is by mail, with this advantage, too, that the
railway parcel may contain letters, whareas the mail
parcel must Le “printed matier only.” Now, hero is
where we may follow tho example. The E<losays:

The Great Bastern Company has added an express
parcel servic: for the London district, by which it under-
takes to deliver packages of cight pounds within three
miles of Charing-cross for 4d., and one p:uuy extra for
every additional eight pouuds, or fraction thercof. To
comumercial men aud waders generally there is another
advauntage afforded by the railway company—th:y *sign”
fur all parcels, and the sender has cons:qaeutly a proof
that he actually seut & parcel toa given address on a
certain date, an obvious advantage which ths Post Offics
lias apparently forgotten. Other companies will probably
follow the lead of the Great Eastern, and if the Post
Office does not quickly reform, it my find that much of
the parcel trade hus been monopolised by railways.
