Yau may form an idea of the jealous malico of
Lutheranism iu Sweden, when I tell you thata
man has lately been convicted of having read
aloud a chapter of the Bible and said ajoud a Pa-
ternoster before a few persons assembled in his
housa, For this offenco ho has been condemned
to a fino of forty six dollarsbanco (about £3 5s),
or, in default of payment, to twenty-eight days’
imprisonnient with fasting on bread and water
{which, of coursn, if rigorously exccuted, woald
kil him, as bread and water alone are not food.)
tiad he assaulted a fellow-countryman in the
street and cus off his nose, a fne of six dollars
(Y3 9d) woula have atoned for the offence, so
that in the eyo of Swedish law the uttering aloud
of the Lorp’s Prayer and a chapter of tho Serip-
ture i$ 3 crimo 6 2-3ds times as grave as the
wmatming of & fellow-man. This case was re-
marked on by ono gentletaan in ithe Clerical
Chamber, but he got tho cold shoulder from his
severend brethren. They were determined to

weserve umty at any price, and they have at-
. wined it—unity, to wit, in unbelief. Of the

LETTER 1.

Deanr Sin—

So long as you wore a mask, which no honest
man need ever wear in afceo country like this,
I was excused, on your own admission, from any
obligation tv notice you. Now that you have
cast it aside, I fecl no longer bound to adhere to
my first resolution.

Your Letters purport to explain the reasons
why you left the Roman Cathulic Church and
became a Presbyterian.  The abject of mine will
be to review those reasons. IfT shall suceced
in rofuting them, and assigning others moro in
accordance wath the facts of the case, I will not
teouble myself with answering those in your sce-
ond series undor tho head of roasens why you
do not return.  If tho deserters from the Anter-
ican flag in the Mexican campaign, (among
whom, I am sorry to say, were some Irishmen,)
can justify themselves for having fled from the
ranks of their country, tho world will readily
dispenso with ¢Acir reasons for not returning.—
Tho cnemy, no doubt, recoived them with that
mingled feoling of joy althe treuson, and con-
tempt for the traitor, which, on the whole, is,
rather henorable than otherwise in tho character
of human nature—whilst the gallant army they
had forsuken had the consolation to know that
after their departure, it contained in each case,
at least ona coward less than bofore. But friends
and foes would take 1t as a matter of course that
such persons would have good reasons for not
~eturning.

The Catholic Church, however, has a ;aother’s
heart, and not a warrior’s. If at any time
moved by the grace of God, you should knock at
her gates, as a penitent, she would receive you
as such, and rejoice at your restoration. Con-
sidering the importange which you attach to your
gong out from her communion,thisty years ago,
never, never, to return, you must admit that she
has borne your absence with great resignation ;
i faet, amidst the numerous defections from tho
fanh winch Jonehiness and poverty ental on ju-
venile immigrants and orphan boys of Irish and
Catholic parentage in this country, an individual
caso like yours might easily have escaped- her
notice . But you have taken from her the bliss
of ignorance, 1 the premises.  ** Karwan’’ tells
‘her that Nicholas Murray, now a Presbyterian
clergyman. gave her the cald shoulder, when he
was quite @ boy, thirty years ago. Nay, more;
he says that one of the means employed by her
sor arresting the progress of sin, was by you
turned into an opportuny of addisonal sinning ;

They arc also
pervided by a silvory thread of wit, which is
unmistakably Irish, but which too oftex, in your
‘Leuerg, runs 1oto somcthing like profanity.

As a Logician, youn are entitled to lutle praise
As a Theologian, even on the Protestant system
to less sull; whilst as an upright, candud adver-
sary, honestly labouring to overthrow doctrines
hellaved to be ertoneous, you can lay clain to
aone whatever.

Two things, at the outset, tell very badly
against you. You ropresent mo ag toaching a
doctrine which I do not believe, and yet, in van-
ous unexpected forms, you prufess to render me
the homage of your respect.

In either case you aro inconsistent,
and it is, porhaps, well for you that you did not
write your Letters under the solemmity of an
oath, in which csse something like perjury
would como out on the cross-cxamination,

By what right, Sir, did you assumc that]
am not giacere in the profession of the Catholie
Faith ! And if you did assume it, by what rule
of hyprocrisy and falsehood did you stul:fy yodr-
self by professing respect for my charactor!
You could find tbe premises of such a falss and
uncharitable conclusion only in your heart, or
mino. To mine you have had no aceess, and
you should have been cautious in prociaiming
such discoveries as could have Leen denved only
by analogy from your own.

I believe the truth of the doctrines tanght by
the Holy Catbolic Church as firmly as [ dv iny
own existence.—Nay, more. I believe that, as
containing the fullness of Divine Revelation, it
is the only true Church on the earth—although
many true Catholic doctrines are found floatin
about as opinjons in the religioss atnrosphere of
Protestantism. This is my profession of faith,
of the sincerity of which the Almizhty is my
witness—and 1 am not aware that1 have ever
given you, or any other human being, reason to
infer, by word or action, thatl beheved other-
wise.

I must decline, therefore, the tender of your
respect for my character. But I wosld not have
vou on that account to regard me as an enemy.
On the contrary, I would be your friend, and the
highest. proof of this which you have left 1t in
my power to offer, is the sincere declaration that
as a fellow-being, you have my pity—and best
wishes withal. 1 shall beginto analyse your
reasons next week.

Rome is 1a the hands of men who have astake
m the land. Prince Aldobrandini, who isthe
commandant of the civic guard, is brother to
Borghese, the richest soil owned in the Campag-
na.

Count Mamian,
the premier, is no adventurer. The popular,
oracles—viz. Professor Orioli (loug ia exile)
