Goermany, that whatever elee may
be true aboxt Christlanlty, thers is no need
of considering apv farther the poseibility of
events like the Resurrectina,” This is the
lapguage of an Amerloan Pi.:eatans diviae
regarding tha oradls land of Bible Rafurm—
the land of Luther.

8; In a fourth 4 ; (o u filth bui 2 were proa-
ent, the claromnn’s aalaries In thess churches
amoant te $220 000 per year.” S mll:r eea-
tistloa of seventy oitles of Eogland and Wales
show a like decrease in a'tendance, John
Bright said in Parljament in 1830—¢‘Nearly
one-half of the Pretestanta et E .gland and
Scetland do not go church at a1l Many
after belog married never to see the inslde of
a ocharch any more, Ssme naver go to churoh
after belng ohristened” (baptiz:d.) A mem-
ber of Parliament frem QGlasgow declared
that ‘‘one-third of his cunstituency never
