I was under
the impression that the more our exporis
exceeded onr imports the greater the
wealth of the country; inother words, that
the more we earn and the lers we spend,
the richer we become.

The same with regard to cold storage
on ocean vessels; but here let me re
mark that bitherto there has been

MORE COLD STORAGE PROVIDED

on steamers than has beer availed of.
Que shipowner in Montreal told me that
he constructed storage arrangements at
an expense of (I forget how many) thou-
sands of pounds upon fast vessels, and
he had yet to receive his first contract,
and, with it, his first dollar, to carry pro-
vizions across to the other side of the
Atlantiec.

With regard to the Bebring Sea
claims, we approve of any measure
between the United States and Great
Britain with a view to a fair and amica-
ble settlement ; but it is for the United

States and Great Britain to settle those.

As to the Indian
famine fund, I am proud, as a Canadian,
that we have done our fair share,and
are atill doing it, to come to the relief of

a reconciliation in which hoth parties
to the adjustiment or reconcilintion are
agreed, amd are content ; yet, by mem-
bers of the Goavernment in buth lhouses,
we aretold it is not tinal.

Well, hon, gen-
tlemen, the leas » question is understood,
the more is said about it. and the greater
is the contusion in our ideas regarding
it. [ find nothing in the natural world
more resembling this question tban one
of those optical illusions which occur so
frequently in the west, and nowhere
mote markedly than in Manitoba itself,
where, in a particular condition of the
atmosphere, the sun’s rays falling at a
certain angle upon a sometimes distant
acene, gives the uppearance of terrestrial
objects in the heavens, the size and shape
of which depend upon the position of

the observer, The man &t one
place sees them  clearly ; and
the one & few thousand yards

away does not see them as clearly, or
perhaps does not see them at all. Il he
sees something, it is not like what others
gsee. And so, on this question—a ques
tion of conscience—which only those
who take a conscienticus view of the
question can begin to understand, or to
realize.

It is impussible to carry out a
menasure of that kind and give to the
people the religions instruction 1o which
they hiave been aceustomaed for four-tifths
of a century. Thirdly, we are told that
“the French Camudian population of
Manitobn is numerically weulk ;7 thers
are hut a tew thousaud, and why have s,
much trouble ?”” Well, hon, gentlemen,
it nfty, or one thousand French Cana-
dinns in that Jistrict are zeros, how many
times would you require to multiply
the figures to make them more than
zeron ? Fifty zerus, after all, are but zeros ;
and a thousand zeros are simply zeres, 1
cannol see that it can be questioned for
a moment that an injustice has been
done to a minority that iy not a zero in
the eye of the law, nor in the eye uf trod,
nor in the eye of any fair or impartial
man, and I sball lay before you u very
short statement of the reasons for this
statement.
