E see from reports in the daily press

that the Chancellor headed a deputa-
tion that waited a fortnight ago upon the Fi-
nanceMinister tourgethe removal oftheodious
tax upon books. Almost all the Colleges in
the Dominion were represented, and the mat-
ter was thoroughly canvassed, the Minister
being well acquainted with the arguments
from:the booksellers’ and the Treasury points
of view. The deputation submitted two pro-
positions, with either of which they would be
content :—one to admit all books free; an-
other, to admit books for Libraries, Colleges
and Schools, including text-books. The
whole revenue accruing from the duty is less
than $90,000. The Government had therefore
better not make two bites of a cherry, but
knock off at once and forever this irritating
and antiquated tax. All students will feel
obliged to Chancellor Fleming for the exer-
tions he is making in their interest and the
interest of the community.
