BY-LAW TO PROVIDE FOR CARE OF VACANT LOTS
(Adopted 2nd December, 1912)

At a special meeting of the Council of the City of Mon-
treal held in the City Hall, this second day of December,
one thousand nine hundred and twelve, after the obser-
vance of the formalities prescribed in and by the act of
incorporation of the said City, at which meeting a ma-
jority of the members of the whole Council are present,
viz: His Worship the Mayor. Arséne Lavallée, Esquire,
Aldermen L. A Lapointe, O’Connell, Ward. Robinsoa,
Prud’homme, Boyd, Garceau, Monahan, Clément, Létour-
neau. Mayrand, Emard, Bastien, Turcot, Drummond, La-
riviere, Martin, Fraser, Séguin, Giroux. Stroud, Poissant,
Blumenthal, Vandelac, Macdonald, Ménard, Judge.

It was ordained and enacted by the said Council as
follows:

Sect. 1.—The occupants or owners of any lot of land,
except farm lands,- shall, between the 15th July and the
15th August of each year, cut and destroy all dry and
inflammable weeds existing thereon which may be a
source of danger of fire.

Sect, 2—Every person offending against the provisions
of this by-law shall be liable to a fine with or without
costs and in default of immediate payment of said fine,
with or whitout cost, as the case may be,, to an imprison-
ment, the amount of said fine and the term of imprison-
ment to be fixed by the Recorder’s Court of the City of
Montreal at its discretion; but such fine shall -not exceed
the sum of forty dollars, and the imprisonment shall nof.
be for a longer period than two calendar months; the
gaid imprisonment. however, to, cease at any time before
the expiration of the term fixed by the said Recorder's
Court upon payment of the said fine. or fine and costs,
as the case may be; and if the infraction is repeated,
guch repetition shall, day by day, constitute, upon sum-
mons or arrest, a separate offence.
