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Article XXIII

1. This Convention shall be ratified and the instruments
of ratification shall be exchanged as soon as
possible. It shall enter into force on the first day
of the third month following the month in which the
instruments of ratification are exchanged.

2. This Convention shall remain in force without any
limitation on its duration. It may be denounced at
any time by either Party giving twelve months' notice
in writing to the other Party.

3. In the event of the termination of this Convention,
any right acquired by a person in accordance with its
provisions shall be maintained and negotiations shall
take place for the settlement of any rights then in
course of acquisition by virtue of those provisions.
