In connection with the expiration of the Trade

Agreemenit between Canada and the Union of Soviet

Socialist RepUblics signed at Ottawa on February 29,

1956 for a period of three years and extended by the

the Protocol of June 20, 1966 to April 17, 1969, by the

Protocol of March 1, 1970 ta April 17, 1972, by the

Protocol of July 14, 1976 ta April 17, 1981, by the

Protocol of January 21, 1982 ta April 17, 1986, by the

Protocol of QçtoIber 2,' 1986 ta April 17, 1991, the

Governinent of Canada and the Government of the Union of

Soviet Soria1irst Republ1ics, desiring to expand and

diversify further the trade between the two countries

on the basis of mutua]. advantage, have agreed as

follovs:

1. The Trade Agreemnent betveen Canada and the

Union of Soviet Socialiat Republics of February 29,

1956 is hereby further extended, with the exception of

Article 9, for a period of twa years froin April 18,

1991, subject ta paragraph 5 below.

2. Each of the tva Governments loaks forward ta a

further developinent and diversification of their mutual

trade and ta this end undertake ta facilitate the

exchange of goods betveen the tva countries within the

scope of the lava and regulations in force in their

respect ive countries.
