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The Export Development Corporation (EDC) provides a range of risk and financial 
management services for companies involved in global markets. Almost 85 per cent 
of EDC customers are small and medium-sized companies. In 1996, EDC served 
approximately 3000 customers and reached an overall business volume of $22 billion.

The Canadian Commercial Corporation (CCC) helps companies doing business in 
foreign markets by assisting in contract negotiations and participating as the prime 
contractor in export sales. In 1995-96, CCC worked with more than 1000 companies 
on contracts worth a total of over $1 billion.

Products for Exporters
