A commissioner ceases to be a commis-
sioner upon attaining the age of seventy
years.

The Vice-Chairman: That is fine. Perhaps
the Minister might like to comment right
away.

Mr. Olson: Mr. Chairman, we agree with
the principle of this amendment, but we had,
thanks to Mr. Gleave, an indication that he
intended to move this amendment. We have
some substitute wording that we would like
to suggest to him that would, I think, meet
the problem as we see it.

It would be as follows, that we would
strike out lines 38 to 40 on page 10 and sub-
stitute the following:

6. (3 A commissioner ceases to hold
office upon attaining the age of sixty-five
years, except that where the Governor in
Council is of the opinion that it would be
in the public interest to extend the term
of office of a commissioner beyond that
age, he may, not later than one month
after the termination of the commission-
er’s term of office, by order, extend the
term of office of the commissioner beyond
the age of sixty-five years for an addi-
tional period not exceeding one year.

And then subclause (4)...

Mr. Horner: Do you have copies?

Mr, Olson: Yes, we have copies of it.

(4) An order made pursuant to subsec-
tion (3) shall not authorize the continu-
ance in office of any commissioner after
he has reached the age of seventy years.

And then we would suggest that you renum-
ber subclauses (4)and (5) on page 11 as sub-
clauses (5) and (6).

If I may make a brief explanation of this,
Mr. Chairman, it would mean, as Mr. Gleave
has pointed out, that any appointment would
terminate at the age of 65, except if there was
a conscious decision of the Governor in Coun-
cil to extend that appointment by one year at
a {ime, and the latter part of it is that it shall
not and may not be extended beyond the age
of 70 years.

The point is that it would have to be a
conscious decision taken each year after 65 to
extend it one year at a time if, in the opinion
of the Governor in Council, it was desirable
to retain the service of that person for one
additional year.
