calendar years 1927 and 1928?

2. What was the production of hens' eggs,
by provinces, during each of the calendar years
1927 and 1928?

3. How many dozen of hens' eggs vere
imported into Canada during each of the
calendar years 1927 and 1928, and what
quantity from each country?

4. What were the imports of frozen or
canned eggs into Canada during each of the
calendar years 1927 and 1928, and what
quantity from each country?

5. What were the exports of hens' eggs, by
dozens, during each of the calendar years 1927
and 1928, showing: (a) the countries of
destination; (b) the province of expert?

6. Is it the intention of the government te
apply a special seasonable duty or make a
special valuation for duty purposes?

7. Is the government aware of any intention
or proposal on the part of the United States to
raise the duty on hens' eggs entering that
country?

8. If so, is it the intention of the government
to alter our duties?
