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Mr. SUTHERLAND: The hion. member is
partly in error when hie states that if a muni-
cipality were giving $7 to single men, and a
returned man wvas drawing a pension of $5,
we wnuld make it up to $7. We would make
it Up to $15 regardless of what the munioipaiity
was paying. We have a basic rate which. is a
minimum rate. Il is only when the muni-
cipalities pay more tha.n our basic rate that
we put tbe latter up. In case such as bie
lias cited we would bring the amount Up.

Mr. REID: I arn glad to bear that. I can
a assure the minister that those complaints were
made 10 me in ail seriousness before I left
for Ottawa. Has the minister any statement
10 make reg-arding the returned man flot on
pension? I know every consirloration sboîîid
be given te those wbo have been wounded,
but there arc others xvho find themselves in
pretty bad circumalsances nlot only physically
but financiallv and who are being turncd down
by municipalities Ihat say: It is too bad, but
you should apply to the pension board for
assistance.

Mr. SUTHERLAND: That is a very rare
thing for municipalities te do, because if a
man hias net a pension we can lake it as a
general rule that bis value on the labour
market is net impaired or diminished by any
war disability.

Mr. REID: It is nlot a case of the labour
market. We, perhaps bave peculiar conditions
out there. We bave hundreds of mon on
smail holdings whio are being kept by the
niunicipalities, many of them being returned
men. It is a case of destitution, net of the
labour market.

Mr. POWELR: It secins te be tbouglit Ibat
there is a discrimination in faveur of imperial
soldiers and men who served in allied armies,
hi tbe malter of distribution of relief. As the
minister read eut the calegories entilleýd te
relief I under.stood bim te say that first, Can-
a(lian ýpensieners wbo are obtaining a pension
of frein five te twenty per cent, and secondly,
enumeraling the classes wbo serverd in the
imiperial army or allied armies, hie stated that
in those cases a man wbo bad received a
gratuity in lieu of pensions was enitled te
relief, wbereas a Canaýdian soldier was net
entitled te relief at ail if bie had received a
final gratuity. Arn I right?

M\r. SUTHERLAND: No, tbese are al
penisioners, former members of the imperial
forces or tbe forces of His Majesty's allies
whio were resîdent in Canada on or before
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Deeemiber 1, 1924, who are in receîpt of pen-
qien payable by their respective govern-
ment-

Mr. POWER: Read on.

Mr. SUTHERLAND: Or wbe have re-
ceived a final payment under tbe provisions
of any act or regulation for permanent di-
sabilities assessed between five and twenty
per cent. Tbat last clause of course aýpplies
mainly te Imperials. Canadians wbe received
a final payment other than a gratuity, are
entitled te relief if the pensionable disabiily
bias persistcd.

Mr. POWER: 1 understood from the
minister a moment ago tbat Canadians who
liad reccived a final payment were net en-
titled.

Sic EIJGENE FISET: Yes, that is the
answer thiat was given.

Mr. POWER: Did I understand the
minister arigbt?

Mr. SUTIIERLANDý 1 referred te, Ibose
wvbo bave received a final payment under the
provisions of any acl or regulation for per-
manient disability assessed belween five and
twcnty per cent.

1Mr. POWER: They are net entitled te
relief?

Mr. SUJTHERLAND: Yes, l.hey are sub-
jeýct te the condition I have naýmed.

Mr. POWERl: Tho(n 1 take il thal Can-
adian soldiers; net ertitled te relief are these
wvho -ceve L final settiement of less than

fiep r cent. that is the $75 or SIQ0 gratuity
whiieh wa, gr-auled on discliarge?

Mc. SUTHERLAND: Thal is riglit.

Mr. MULOCK: That dees net change,
what was said before. Pensioners wbeo are in
roceipt cf pensions belwcven five and twenty
per cent ar,' enlitled te tbe benefit of this
legisiation?

Mr. SIJTHERLAND: Correct.

Mr. BEAUBIEN: Suppose that in my own
district, where it is ail rural municipalities,
net very anxious te give relief, a small pen-
sioner is eut of work and the municipality
refuses te recognize bim; is there any place
lie cari go te gel redress?

Mr. SUJTHERLAND: Ves, he sbouiýd make
application at Deer Lodge hospîtal.

Mr. RALSTON: Is tbere any connection
bctween the staff, or is il tbe sanie staff that
