BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE

CONSIDERATION OF GOVERNMENT LEGISLATION ON 
TUESDAY, JANUARY 19

On the orders of the day:
Hon. Lionel Chevrier (Laurier): I wish to 

direct a question to the Prime Minister, in 
view of the fact that some intimation has 
been given with regard to interruption of the 
business on Tuesday. May I ask the Prime 
Minister whether he can tell the house now 
what the intention of the government is in 
that respect?

Right Hon. J. G. Diefenbaker (Prime 
Minister): Mr. Speaker, the intention is this. 
In view of the fact that urgent legislation 
will have to be considered at this session 
arising out of the unusually early snowfall 
in western Canada, we would expect on 
Tuesday—and I trust that we have the co­
operation of hon. members everywhere—to 
introduce two resolutions preparatory to the 
introduction of two bills, one dealing with 
the matter of cash advances on unthreshed 
grain and the other with government guar­
anteed bank loans. If it is at all possible, 
after the resolutions have received the atten­
tion of the house I would hope that it might 
be agreed by hon. members in all parts of 
the house that we then proceed by way of 
second reading and to a conclusion at the 
earliest possible date.

Mr. Chevrier: I should like to ask a sup­
plementary question. Is it the intention to 
continue with the two resolutions until they 
have been passed, even though they take up 
more than one day?

Mr. Diefenbaker: I would say so; yes.

Mr. Chevrier: May I ask this further 
question. May we expect a copy of the bills 
for the week end?

Mr. Diefenbaker: Yes, at once. Copies will 
be made available to the official opposition 
and to the C.C.F. group.

Mr. Chevrier: Today?

Mr. Diefenbaker: Yes, today.

Mr. Chevrier: The first part of the question 
dealt with the matter of whether the govern­
ment intends to go on with this legislation 
until it has been completed.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Yes, I said that. I inter­
rupted the hon. gentleman when he was 
speaking, and I said yes.

Hon. George C. Nowlan (Minister of Na­
tional Revenue): Mr. Speaker, I am not in a 
position to answer the first part of the 
question; and even if the statistics were avail­
able I am not sure that it is one to which 
consideration should be given. As to the 
second part with regard to programming, I 
shall be glad to refer the hon. member’s 
question to the corporation and obtain a reply.
