SPAWNING GROUNDS BY LOG RUN

On the orders of the day:

Mr. Howard: As a supplementary question,
would the minister be prepared to make
public any scientific reports on the log driv-
ing in that river last year, whether they came
from his department or the salmon commis-
sion?
