Mr. Speaker: I declare the four motions carried.(c) At anytime when no notice has been received by the clerk of the 
committee pursuant to sub-paragraph (b) of this section, the Chief Whip of 
any recognized Party may effect substitutions by filing notice thereof with the 
Clerk of the Committee, having selected the substitutes from among all the 
lists filed by the members of his or her Party with the clerk of the committee 
pursuant to paragraph (a) and such substitutions shall be effective immediate­
ly once they are received by the Clerk of the Committee.

(d) When a permanent member of a standing or standing joint committee 
gives notice, in writing, to the chairman of the said committee of his or her 
intention to give up such membership on that committee, that Member’s 
resignation shall be effective when a striking committee report naming a 
replacement for him or her has been concurred in by the House.
