Prom Talbot's description of tlio city I will select a few itemii

which will assist you in forming; some idea of the improvement

that hts taken place.

** It contuina," lie stiya, " l.'J^il inhabitants, and about 250 houses, many
of which exiiibit a very nent nppfiiruiice. The pubhc buildiiitjs are a

ProtoHtHtit KpJHCM Jill Church, a Koniun Caiiiolic ('hapel, a I'r sbyterian

and II MeihoiiiHt Meeting liouse, the iloHpitiil, the I'urliaineut House, and
the iu»idence of the Lieutenant Governor."

"The Episcopal Church is a plain timber building of tolerable size, wiili

a .small steeple of the same iimteriul. It haa aa extensive burial-ground,
which is tastefully fenced and planted."

" The Roman Catlioli" Chapel, wliioh is not yet completed, is a brick

editice, and intended to be very luajiniticent."

"The York Hospital is the most extensive public building in the Pro-
vince, and its external appearance is very respectable."

Speaking of the streets, which he describes as " regularly laid out, in-

tersecting each other at right angles;" lie states that *' only one ot them
is yet coniple'.ely built : and, in wet weatlier, the unfinished streets are if

possible, muddier and dirtier than those of Kingston."

How changed iho picture now. Into any extended description

of the difference I cannot enter, which, to do it justice, would re-

<inire a lecture for itself. With the Hospital, which still stands,

compare the splendid Provincial Lunatic Asylum. Look at the

ele^raiit Cathedral, close by, which occupies the site ol the " plain

litnber Episcopal Church, with its small slccplc uf the same mate-

rial." Pass up the street and cast your eyes on the Roman Catho-

lic Cathedral—to which no one would h ^Id the epithet " magnifi-

cent" to be misapplied, with its chaste Bishop's Palace by its side.

Walk a few steps further, and look at the noble buildings in course

of erection for the Provincial Normal and ModeJ Schools—which

are not less creditable to the country, as indicating something of

the feeling with which education is regarded, and to the architects

and contractors of whose skill they afford such a favourable speci-

men—than ornamental to the city. From the Normal School re-

turn to Saint Lawrence Hall, and tell mo how many handsomer

structures you have seen in your travels. Step on through King

Street, with its splendid stores, end Yongo and Wellington Streets,
