Rushed Out of City in Auto,

Twenty minutes after McNamara
had been seized In the association
headquarters in the ‘American Central
Life building, ‘where a meeting of the
executiVe’ board "of the ‘organization
was just adjourning, he was taken
from’ the city by four detéctives, in an
auto. It is supposed- it 'was the object
of the officers to get ‘McNamara. out
of . weach- before his. friefds had a
chance to fight the requisftion.

'‘Soon after the -prisoner had heen
hurried into the awaiting automobile,
Detective Burns ran for another auto-
mobiie dand rode to the American Cen-
tra, Life building, wheret F. M. Ryan,
Ppresident of the association, and six
members of the executive board were
being held by the police, pending an
investigation. Doors of the room were
guarded with a .squad 'of rolice..

they must have been placed by enemics .

The custodian of the building where
the offices of the union-are, sald that
McNamara -had come. to him six
months ago and asked for a store room
and that the request had been gran:-
ed. He added t-at he had never seea
McNamara - or- his - compdnions carry
anything to the store room. '

Burns says Otto ‘Manigal, whe was
arrested in Detroit, tpld him. where
these explosives could be found, and
it was upon this information that the
'Search was made to-night.. The dyna-
mite and " nitro-glycerine were foungd
buried under sawdust in the barn.

Jones, ‘the owner of the barn, is also
a structural iron worker. He said the
explosives were placed there last
January, and that McNamara and
other men made various trips to the
barn with ‘suit cases, but he did not
know the purpose of their visits. Jones
eays that McNamara rented tho barn
and paid him $26 a month for its use.
It is situated agout three-quarters of
a mile west of the city.

~night followed a conference of the re-

presentaatives of the Ontario universi-
ties, when matters relating to junior

mairiculation were under discussion,

Queen’s University was represented
by Prof. Baked and G. Y. Crown; Me-
Master by Prof. Farmer and Prof, Me-
Lay, and the Western Unilversity by
Prof. James.

Among the subjects discussed the
more important were, g scale of values
for the subjects: of matriculation, and
a plan to aid the student who is un-
able to attend the regular sessions of
a2 secondary school.

The values recommended, which were
approved subsequently by the senate
of the university, are as follows:
| English, - Latin and = mathematics,
| each, 320.
| Prench, German, Greek and cxperl-
' mnental science, each, 200.

History, 150.

It has bee deemed advisable to give
such values in view of the fact that
the new regulations call for a minl-
mum of 40 per  cent. on each paper,
with an average in 1911 of 50 per cent.,
and in 1912 of 60 per cent.
