Reports fropr a good many would seem
to indicate "that the pastures are not so
good as hoped for at this season of the
| year, but occasional showers and warmer
weather will do much to remedy this,
The weather so far has been very cold
and the strong winds have not been con-
ducive to a heayy growth of grass.
