Peculiarities,

What the bieycle has failed to accom-
plish in the regeneration of female Ameri-
ca, the art of golf will soon perfect, writes
Mrs. Reginald Dé Koven in The Chicago
Record. The rapidity of the development
of this game is, in fact, only exceeded by
that of the adoption of the fascinating
wheel. All over the country golf clubs
are being formed; golf links laid out by
the sea, by mountain and on plain. It
has long been an admitted fact that what-
ever Americans adopt they pursue with an
energy, a rapldity and)a success unequalled
by any. It will be, however, many years
before we are able to produce any such
links as the renowned -St. Andrew’s in
Scotland, or any such professional golfers
as the redoubtable Tom Morris, of the
above links, or any native-born Americans
who can vie with Willie Park, the Dunns,
Willie Campbell, Bob Ferguson and the
KlrkaIst. and this is because golf, al-
,though apparently the easiest game of all
|the first-class games practised %)y the hu-
jman kind, is in reality the anost difficult.
It requires life-long practice, as well .as
Inborn inherited talent; the true golfer,
like the poet, is born, not made. In this
connection it might be well to note that,
although we have an amateur cham fon

in America, Mr. Charles MacDonald, whose
;ordlnary Score would be no disgrace to
‘any professional, he is, we regret t§ con-
|fess, a Scotchman by birth, and plafed as
a lad at St. Andrew’s. With this extep-
tion, which !proves the rule in most ncon-
trovertible fashion, nearly all the profes-
slonals or amateurs who have made first
class ‘scores upon the American links are
themselves Imported ‘Scotchmen or Eng-
lishmen,
What's the Game of Golf ?

A few remarks abouf, the game of itself
of an unprofessional chiracter may perhaps
be not amiss to those to whom golf is still
an undiscovered Joiy. 3

“ It consists,” said a professor, who was
once led upon the greem, ‘‘in driving lit-
tle balls Into holes with clubs very il
adapted to the gurpose."

The game is extremely anclent, dating
back at least 400 years,. The name “ golf
is ‘aupgosed to be of Chitie origin, but has
an undoubted likeness to the Dutch word
‘" kolf,” which Is itself the name of a curi-
ous game in practice by the Hollanders at
a very early period and records of which
are preserved in old prints and on ancient
titles. According to these prints the clubs
and balls used in this game of * kolf
bore an extremely strong resemblance to
the modern golf clubs and balls. But

Hlow Golt Was Invented

There is an attractive and not improbable
story presenteed as an explanation of the
manner in which *“golf” as we know it
was invented by the Scotch.

Two shepherds with their crooks were
striking at stones, amusing themselves to
see how far they could send them. One,
by chance, sends a stone into a rabbit hole
from a good distance. The other tries
to imitate him and finds it not so easy as
he gupposed. Hence a rivalry and an in-
cipiéent game. They try it again with
holes made for the purpose, but find that
as their flocks wandered over the hill
they must perforce leave their holes be-
hind, unless, indeed, they dug them at a
distance in a circular course, when while
playing their game they could drive their
flocks around ‘the hill and home again.
From the crook primitive clubs were soon
developed, balls were substituted for stones
and there was the game.

In the early part of the sixteenth century
golf -had become a unlversally popular
game in Scotland.

Many anecdotes cluster about it. Royal
and romantic names are connected with it,
The story that Mary Queen of Scots was
harshly blamed for playing at golf and
pall-mall in the fields about .Seton a few
days after Darnley’s murder brings tc-ouf
mind" that ‘‘ notable woman,” as her ene-
mies called her, swinging her clubs ovér
the Scotch heather on ‘an autumn morn-
ing. Beautiful, poetic, wicked, but vital-
ized to her finger tips, this vision of her
recklessly playing In the sight of the
world seems to bring her very plausibly
and vividly to the mind.

‘““Then Up Arose the Great Montrose ™

The great Montrose is known to have
been an enthusiastic golfer., There is a
story of Charles 1., who was interrupted in
his game by the news of the rebellion in
Scotland. James IL, the son of James I.,
was an enthusiastic golfer, and there are
many curious documents issued by King
James VI. regulating the spread of golf,
and also appointing various makers of
golf sticks as ‘‘ Makers to His Majesty.”
In 1457 Parliament decreed that golf should
be abandoned for archery, as the too great
prevalence of golf playing was taking away
the attention of the people from archery,
and thus diminishing the usefulness of the
king’'s forces in time of war. There were
also proclamations issued to prevent golf
playing on Sunday, which were followed
by the more lenient ones directing that
the bailiff should stand at the door of the
church marking off those who had gone to
divine service in the morning, and permit-
ting those who had thus performed their
duty to play golf in the afternoon. There
is a chair of penitence still extant in which
various transgressors of the rule were com-
pelled to sit for punishment. There is
also In the St. Andrew’s Club house a
collection of ancient golf sticks, differing
but little from those Which now are vzed.
The balls which were first in use were
stuffed with feathers and were very perish-
able. They were soon succeeded by the
gutta-percha balls.

ITALY’S WAR,

King Humbert sigus a Decrce Declaring
ar in Erythrea.

Rome, Jan. 25.—Gen. Baratieri, Gov-
ernor of Erythrea and Commander-in-
Chief of the Italian forces in Abyssinia
has informed the overnment that on
Thursday the Italian garrison at Ma-
kalle, commanded by Colonel Galliano,
evacuated that place, taking with them
all tl e arms, ammunition, equipments,
and other contents of the fortress, It
is reported, Gen. Baratieri says, that
the evacuation of the fortress by the
garrison was accomplished by permis-
sion of the commander of the Abys-
sinian forces, which were besieging
Makalle, who desired not only to pay
tribute to the heroism of ‘Col. Galliano
and his command, but also to obtain
peace. It is further reported that King
Menelek has ordered that the Italian
prisoners in the hands of the Abys-
sinians be delivered up to the Italians
at Ambelagi. It is believed, /however,
it will be difficult to conclude peace,
as Italy will not consent to abandon
the State of Tigre.

Rome, Jan. 26.—A despatch from
Massowah says that a messenger has
arrived at the camp of Gen. Baratieri
bringing letters from Menelek to King
Humber and Gen. Baratieri,

Col. Galliano, the commander of the
Italian forces who were recently com-
pelled to' evacuate the town of Ma-
kelle after a long siege by the Abys-
sinians, has not yet arrived at Gen,
Baratieri’s camp. It is reported that
Col Galliano exploded the magazine
and blew up the fortress at Makelle
upon leaving the town.. !

King Humbert signed a decree this
morning declarihg the province of Ery-
threa to be in a state of war. It is
not expected that a peace can be ar-
ranged with King Menelek without
giving him battle.

RUSS0.-TURKISH 1REATY,

Everybody Believes it is a Fact, Notwith-
stauding Denials.

New York, Jan. 26.~The World’s
Lindon special says:

The existence of the alleged Russo-
Turkish treaty hds corroborastion to-
day in a letter from the Speaker's
usually very well-informed Constan-
tinople correspondent, whi gives its
substance practically as telegraphed a
few days before by The Pall Mall Ga-
Zette correspgndent. The despatches in
all the papers from various European
capitals. discuss its probability in spite
of official denials. :

Germany and Rassia Together.

The Times, London, special says: The
Pall Mall Gazette’s story of a Russo-
Turkish treaty gets plenty of official
dcnials, but it is precisely one of those
statements which, if not litera.ly true,
describes all the same an actual situa-
tion. That Russia has the Sultan in
the hollow of her hand, and that he
does whatever Nelikoff tells him to do,
has been .common knowlcdge for six
weeks or more. Whether this relation
has been formalized by a treaty is
wholly a consi_eration of exped.ency.

It is beginning to be comprehended
now that Germany and Russia are act-
ing in entire accord, and that England
is giving up the notion of trying to
establish closer relations with Russia.
All the interest here is concentrated
on the question of what France will
do when she, too, sees that the Rus-
sian policy is being dictated from Ber-
lin.

Denials Do Sottle it

If Russia has adopted measures by
which the Black Sea is converted into
a private pond, without a free outlet
for her navy, the truth of the disclos-
ure will not be admitted by any re-
sponsible diplomatist. The story may
not be true, but denlals do not settle
it. for these would be forthcoming in
any event.

What is more to the point is the
temper of the English journals in dis-
custing the general subject, Even with
aflying squadron available for service,
there are no suggestions from any
source - that: the Cyprus convention
now binds England to protect the
frontier of Asiatic Turkey, or that the
Sultan should be prevented from fling-
ing himself into the arms of Russia.
