Dr. Emory of Hamilton said tem­

perance people expected great .things 
i from the Ontario Government. They 
hoped in the coming session for a li­
cense law very much in advance of 
the present one. He spoke of the suc­
cess of the crusade In Hamilton against 
drinking In clubs. He heartily en­
dorsed the other points urged by the 
deputation.

Mrs. Rutherford, President of the 
Dominion W. C. T. U„ on behalf of 
the 90,000 White Ribboners of Canada, 
74,000 of whom are in Ontario, pleaded 
with the Ministers to give effect to 
the cogent arguments which had been 
urged. She urged the Government to 
do all In its power to make Canada 
ready for prohibition, which was sure 
to come.

The Premier said: “We thank you 
for the very courteous and kindly and 
very moderate manner In which you 
have discussed this question. We 
have had pleasure In listening to you. 
We will take care that everything you 
have said shall receive due considera­
tion. Whether we can agree with your 
views we cannot say till we have 
threshed out the question. Should you 
wish to see the Government again on 
the subject we will be glad to hear 
you."

The Premier shook hands with the 
deputation, who withdrew, apparently 
satisfied with the reception.

More than twenty years had elapsed 
since the present laws were placed on 
the statute-book of Ontario. Although 
amendments had been made there had 
been no large measure of licensing re­
form. The Crooks Act materially re­
duced the number of licenses, but ln 
spite of Improvements ln the drinking 
habits at the people, legislation re­
mains nearly where It-was In 1876. The 
committee, continued the Doctor, think 
that the time has come for a forward 
movement In respect to licenses by the 
Government. The cüy of Toronto re­
duced the number ofUcenses far below 
the maximum allowed by the Govern­
ment. This showed that public opin­
ion was largely ln advance of provin­
cial, as shown by the statute-book. 
Another notable fact was that public 
opinion ln the rural districts was very 
much In advance of that ln the cities. 
Considering these points the committee 
had drawn up a series of proposed re­
forms, which the Doctor handed to the 
Premier. These were as follows :
