Not Encouraging;.

ers’ Association w-as held at the Walker 
House.

The meeting was called principally to fix 
the prices for the coming dtoson’s pack. 
Owing to the Increased cost raw ma­
terial and produce, it lias been ftwid neces­
sary to quote higher prices.

The season’s output was also considered 
and It was expected that there would be 
a slight Increase, providing the crops ma­
terialized. It was arranged that each in­
dividual factory would report their pack 
and sales to the secretary regularly, to be 
tabulated and then sent to each individual 
packer.

The reports received from the fruit-grow­
ing districts were as follows. The peach 
crop this year would be small ow^pg to the 
excessive bearing in the Niagara district 
last summer. Plums, likewise, will be 
scarce, and the apple crop good. Regarding 
vegetables, complaints were general. The* 
com and tomoato crop this year wLW not 
be large, the tomato j)lants being almost 
destroyed by Insects, and the corn crop 
will be almost a total failure, owing to 
the use of bad Imported seed.
