Russia’s Wheat Crop. e
The Liverpool Corn Trade News, Nov. 15,
ﬁves in detail the official estimates of
the wheat crop of all the 530 Govérnments of
Russia proper, for 1898, as compared with
crop of 1897, and gives sepamtelzothc erop
of Caucasla. It may be remembered that
early in the <eason the crop in nearly ail
of the districts of the Government of Sa-
mara was reported bad. This is an im-
portant wheat-growing Government, report-
ing 4,227,000 acres. The St, Petersburg
Journal of Industry and Commerce reporti-
ed that crops had falled in the following
Governments: Simbirsk, Saratoff, Kazun,
Viatka, Perm and Orenberg. The new es-
timate shows a deficiency as compared with
1897: In Samara, 18,600,000 “bushels; in
Ferm, 4,300,000 bushels; in Saratoff, 2,600,-
000 bushels; in Kazan, 336,000 bushels; in
Simbirsk, 162,000 bushels; in Viatka, 165,-
000 bushe's. In -Orenberg there is an fn-
crease of 4,500,000 bushels, -instead of a
deficiency. ' Nijni-Vovgorod and Ufa were
reported as those of bad harvests, so also
Vologda and Olonez. These are not imponrt-
ant wheat Governments, but they are now
reported as being a little in excess of 'ast
year, « The erop of all the above Govern-
ments in 1808 forms d¢nly 15 per cent. of
the whole crop of Russia proper. The net
decrease, as compared with last year, is a
‘Lttle less than 1%%.million bushels. On the
other hand, the 'ate official estimate shows
than in the five Governments alone of
what is called New Russia, Bessarabia,
Kherson. Taurida, Ekaterinosiav_and Don
region, there is an inerease of 77 miilion
bushels of wheat over crop of 1807. With-
out going intc further details the genenral
exhibit of the lafe official estimate shows:

The Corn Trade News says that the Rus-
sian official estimate for 1898 is not seri-
ovsly contested, and should lead to heavy
shipments in the spring.

Argentina’s Crop of Wheat.

The London Times estimates the surpius
wheat ecr of this season in the Republic
at 66 million bushels, while the Argentine
correspondent of The Liver, Corn Trade
News estimates it at 37 million bushels. No
great importance need Le attached to these
early estimates. It has been generally re-
ported that the area under wheat is two
million acres larger than Jast year. The
Jargest wheat crop was that which was
harvested in 1803. when the acreage was

given as 4,600,000 acres, and the yield 88 ||

million bushels. The exports during the
calendar year 1894 were 59,168,000 bushels
wheat and 320,000 sacks flour.
