_Pekin, Aug. 14, via Che Foo,Aug. 21.~L'he
American and Russian flags were planted
on the east wall of Pekin at 11 o'clock
this morning. The Indlan troops entered
the British Legation at 1 and the Ameri-
cans at 3 o’clock. There was a joyful re-
ception from the wall, ;

The emaciated tenants could have lasted
but a Uttle longer, They had only three
days’ rations.

The Chinese had been attacking turlml!
for two days. Four shefls fell in the le-
gation during the slege,

Fifty-ive were killed and 160 m«q.

The Japanese began the battie before day.
Hght, and they are still fighting about the
north wall, where a part of the ChTnese
are defending the Imperial clity. y

The Japanese casuaities have not yet
been - ascertained.

The Russians had five Killed and u
wounded.

The Americans and British had a few
wounded.

The plan was to make a genera] attack
to-morrow, and the troops were arriving
at camp, five miles east, all night. ‘‘'ney
were completely exhausted and siept in the
cornfields,

The generals, however, alarmed at the
sounds of a heavy attack on the legations,

Americang and French on the letf, and
the Russlans and Japanese on the right.

Beginning at 2 o’clock this morning, the
Japanese diverted the brunt of the resist-
ance to the northern city, mtr artillery en-
gaging the Chinese heavily there. ‘Ihe
Americans and British met with but littie
resistance until they entered the city,
where there was street fighting.

Rellly’s battery attempted to breach the
inner wall. The troops finally entered the
foreign settlement thru the canal,

The Chinese had continually violated the
armistice, ?

'The food supplies sent to the legations by,
the KEmpress-Dowager were sufficient fox
one day.
