JAMES BRAID BEAT HARRY VARDON.

Scotland’s Representative Won the
Open. Golf Championship of
Great Britain.

Gullane, Scotland, June 6.—The conclad-
ing day’s play in the open golf champion-
ship started with ideal weather. Yester-
day’s weeding out process practically left
Harry Vardon and James Braid to fight for
first place, as they were seven sStrokes
ahead of the next players, Taylor and
Laige. The spectators, who included -some
well-known members of Parliament and &
few Americans, almost neglected ‘the other
matches to watch the two favorites. The
bad putting noticeable was attributed to
the spongy greens. Vardon drew with J.
H. Taylor, so he had every incentive to

play his best.

At the conclusion of the first round Harry
Vardon was leading, with a score of 77,
Willie Park, jr., had a score of 78, and J.
H. Taylor, the champion, had a score of 79,
At the end of the socnd round Harry Var-
don and Jamesg Braid’ were leading, with
scores of 155. Champion Taylor’'s score for
the two rounds was 162.

«Scotland’s prospects of winning the cham-
pionship had not been so bright in many
years as when James Braid accomplished
the remarkable feat of going round Mulir-
field links in 74, and completed the third
round & strokes ahead of Harry Vardon:
The latter got bunkered several times, and
his Pl:\y was generally weak. Taylor
equalled Braid’'s capital work of 74. The
features of Brald’s play were perfect driv-
ing and deadly putting. Nearly a thou-
sand spectators followed him, and their
enthusiasm was great. The amateur, Hil-
ton, played a fine round for 75, and took the
lead of the amateurs.

Braid won with a total of 309.. Vardon
was second with a total of 312, and Taylor
third, with a total of 313.

Lawson’s Defender Shows Speed,

Boston, June 6.—The cup defender can-
didate Independence had her second trial
to-day. Yachting conditions were perfect.
As on Monday she made very little commo-
tion and seemed to be gliding along on top
of the waves rather than thru them. For
eight minutes Captain Haff kept her 'going
to starboard; then, easing off the sheets,
he gave the Independence her head.
