Ellis, being in Sydenham hos­
pital suffering from a broken leg. There 
are 15 children between one year and 
ten of both seies for whom clothing 
is needed.

London, Sept. 21—(Jewish Tele­
graphic Agency).—The Lithuanian 
delegation in this city today made 
public an official report of a pogrom 
alleged to have been committed by 
Polish soldiers in Seyny, near the Pol­
ish Lithuanian border. The excesses, 
the report says, fete ted four days, dur­
ing which 25 shops and 150 houses 
were plundered. 22 women mistreated 
and a. number of men subjected to 
abusive measures.

the entire congregation, including the 
rabbi, of all their garments. The re­
port estimates the damage "at $2,000,- 
000 marks.
