This week sheets dropped back a
little, as there are quite a number of re-
gales in the market, coming from manu-
facturers who find that they are rather
heavily stocked with high-cost material,

Thée automobile shops &re not in any
better condition than they have been for
some time  back, The reductions an-
nounced in the price of cars were taken
up by dealers who pleced orders for next
season, When these were taken care of,
the buying ceased, and orders are badly
needed in nearly very car, shop m the
country.
