SUGGESTED SPEED-UP 0F H-IGHWAY IMPROVEMENT IN
QUEBEC MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Armand Caouette (Villeneuve): Mr. Speaker, pursuant
to the provisions of Standing Order 43, 1 request the unani-
mous consent of the House to present a motion deaiing with an
important and urgent matter.

Bearing in mind the fact that the federal Minister of
Regional Economic Expansion and his counterpart responsibie
for the Quebec Planning and Development Bureau reached an
agreement on lune 22 iast, on behaif of the two levels of
government, which wili aliow for upgrading many roads in
Quebec in an amount of $264,600,000, and that of Highway
117 ieading to northwestern Quebec will benefit from that
agreement in an amount of $36 million; and the fact that this
agreement proves that it is possible for ministers of the two
ievels of government to cooperate and agree in the best interest
of the citizens; and the fact that those agreements are much
more useful and profitable to the people than batties with
figures and other negative confrontations waged by some other
ministers, 1 move, seconded by the hon. member for Richmond
(Mr. Beaudoin):

That ihis House encourage the ministers ta avoid uselesa confrontations and
sierile fights wiih figures and work instead on the agreement auch as thai whicb
was negoiiaied by Messrs. Lessard and Léonard which agreement wiIi help give
Quebecers beiter roads in coming years.
