Hon. William Pugsley Exposes the Whole Plot to Drive Him From Public Life|

—He Calls on Dr. Daniel to Prefer Chafgés AgainSt Him in Manly Fash-
ion and He Will Answer Them—Sir Wilfrid Expresses His Entire Confi-
dence in His Minister and Pays Tribute to the Great Work He Has Done

—The Mayes Scandal Completely Buried

Ottawa, April 15— will not vote no
confilence in the ~minister of public.
works, Hon. Dr. Pugsley, in whom I have
every confidence and of whom we, on this
side of the house, are justly proud. I will
therefore ask- you -to vefuse the want of

John, Dr,  Danjel.”

These words were uttered in the House
of Commons at midnight by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, the prime minister of Canada,
after a day of fierce debate in which the
minister of public works achieved his vin-
dication -in a masterly speech. |

A stronger or more manly declaration
of position has never been made in the
Hduse of Commons than that of Hon. Dr.
Pugsley, which compelled the enthusiastic
admiration of his friends and accomplish-
ed the humiliation of his opponents,
Since his arrival at Ottawa Dr. Pugsley
has been regarded as a strong man, but,
after his performance today he will stand
higher than ever in the estimation of
members on hoth sides of the chamber.
Dr. Daniel sought to fasten upon him
the charges which were made in the
Mayes -affidavit read at a public meeting
in.St. John by Premier Hazen.

The' house refused to accept condemna-
tion of such ‘& character from such a
‘source and the motion of Dr. Daniel to
have the Mayes charges referred to the
public accounts committee was refused by
a majority of forty. :
Before this motion was made, Bir Wil
frid announced that immediately after
prorogation the minister of militia and
the minister of marine would be sent to
London to consult with the imperial au-
thorities for the purpose of discussing with
the imperial authorities the best way
Canada could give effect to the resolution
that Canada should undertake to look
after her own coast defences and partici-
pate in bearing a ‘share of the imperial
naval burden.

On government orders being called Hon.
G. E. Foster (North Toronto) said: “Mr.
Speaker,. before the government orders are
called, I would like to ask the prime min-
ister if be has yet any statement to make
with reference to the disclosures made by
the commission in the province of New
Brunswick, and about which I asked him
yesterday and the day before?”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier—“I stated to my
honorable friend yesterday that I had sent
for, the report and the evidence. .1 have
not receivedthe evidence. As to the re-
port, I have not yet read it through, but
so far as my informafion goes and my
judgment at the moment, there is. noth-
ing to call for government interference in
this matter.”

Mr. Foster—'I desire to give notice to
the right honorable gentleman that at the
very earliest opportunity, I hope not later
than Monday, we will challenge the judg-
ment of the house with reference to that
matter. I would be very glad if my right
honorable friend could arrange that it be
taken up on Monday. I do not think that
it will take very long, but it will be sat-
isfactory to have a date arranged for.”
Sir Wilfrid Laurier—“So far as I am
concerned I have no objection to accom-
modate any honorable friend in that mat-
ter.”

Dr. Daniel announced that he would
read the affidavit.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley arose and recalled ‘the

have no. objection to Dr. Daniel reading
the affidavit by G..S. Mayes, of October
12, 1908, provided that he would read the
whole of 1t.”

“Thig. morning,” said Dr. Pugsley, “I
conferred with Dr. Daniel, and he has
undertaken to produce and file with the
clerk of the house the original dechra‘tioy,
swarn to op October 12, 1908. Upon /that
undertaking 1° withdrew any objection to
the ‘reading of an affidavit of a later date.
Dr. Daniel—I stated yesterday that I
had the original affidavit,and that I would

davit swore to it as being forty-nine cents

be only too glad to lay it before any:com-
mittee that this house would appoint.
Hon. Dr. Pugsley—It is to be:laid on
the table. Is there any misunderstanding
as to that?

Dr. Daniel—I have no objection to that
course. I 'think that the stand Dr. Pugs-
ley has taken today is mot emly in his
own ‘interest but in that of the public of
Canada, generally. When these charges
are sworn to and declared,especially when
they affect . persons so high as ministers
of ‘the crown, the least that parliament
can do is, to investigate them.

Dr. Pugsley—I understand that there are
two declarations, one made on October
12, 1908. - Dr. Daniel says that he has that
declaration with him! That is a declara-
tion that for months I have been secking
access to. 1 understand that Dr. Daniel
has undertaken that it shall now be filed
with the clerk of ¢his house. I under-
stand that he has and proposes to read
another declaration made in March of the
present year. A v

Dr. Daniel—I have not only the affi-
davit referred to so far but the other affi-
davit, which so far has not been referred
to and made by G. S. Mayes, I think, the
day following the original affidavit. Dr.
Daniel gave an undertaking that both
resolutions would be produced, and then
read at length the Mayes affidavit, in
which the year appeared as 1905, when the
transaction between Mayes and Dr. Pugs-
ley appeared. This was sworn to on Oc-
tober 12, 1908, and|again sworn to on
March 12, 1909.

When he had conchided. the reading of
the affidavit, which bas been published
several times, Dr. Pugsley called attention
to the fact that while Dr. Daniel referred
to the contract price of the dredging as
fifty cents a yard, Mr. Mayes in the affi-

a yard. Dr. Daniel said that was so, but
the contract was usually referred to as a
fifty-cent contract and that Dr. Pugsley
had so referred to it himsélf.

Dr. Daniel then gave 'a summary of the
contents of the affidavit ‘with comments
of his own. Mr. Mayes wanted to get a
contract with the government, so he look-
ed around for help and applied to Dr.
Pugsley, who was then, T believa, his soli-
citor and also Attorney-General of New
Brunswick, and he advised Mayes to con-
sult George McAvity. In that there was
nothing out of the way that I can see.
Mr. McAvity was then, as he is now, a
prominent. busimness man in the city of 8t.
John, financially able in every way. Mr.
McAvity, however, was the chief executive
administrator, so to speak, of the Liberal
party in St. John ‘at that time, and is
still for all I know. ‘Mr; Mayes took the
advice of his solicitor, Mr. Pugsley, and
consulted Mr. MecAvity, with the ‘result
that they both g¢ame to Ottawa. They
had a consultation here about the price
to be charged for this dredging. Mr. Mc
Avity interviewed the minister of public
works, Mr. Hyman, and afterwards inter-
viewed Mr. Mayes, and on the strength of
those interviews, Mr. Mayes put in a ten-
der at fifty-five cents. Then he was asked
by Mr. McAvity to sign an agreement to
pay him five cents per yard over @nd
above what he had told Mr. McAvity he
was willing to do the work for. He sign-
ed that agreement, but Mr. Mayes, al-
though he signed it, was not entirely satis-
fied with it. He thought it was alto-
gether one-sided; that under it he wag to
do:the work and Mr. McAvity was to get
the profits. He therefore urged the latter
to take a financial interest in this dredg-
ing, but Mr. McAvity would not consent
to do so, and did not. If it were neces:
sary to give any proof of that I might re-
fer to the affidavit which  Mr. McAvity
himself made and published in the city of
St. John as a reply to the affidavit of Mr.
Mayes. Consequently the only interest he
had in the matter was in the obtaining of
this percentage on the money paid Mr.
Mayes for the dredging and what he got
in exchange for that five cents was the
political influence of Mr. McAvity with
the department of public worke.

That agreement,-1 submit, is something
which this parliament has the right to
take seriously into ite consideration, and
ought to deal with. All this man had to
give or to sell in connection with this
dredging contract was his influence with
the department of public works. He
makes no claim to-have any financial in-
terest whatever in the dredging plant. In
fact, according to Mr. Mayes, he declined
to take any financial interest in the mat-
ter at all.: All he gave was his political
influence, so that under these circum-
stances the agreement between Mr. Mec-
Avity and Mr, Mayes was, 1 submit, a
corrupt and ‘immoral one.

compensation, fee or reward for procuring
from the government the payment of any
claim, or any portion thereof, or any
grant; lease or any dther benefit from the
government.”

Dr. Pugsley—My hon. friend can see in
a moment that that cannot be the affi-
davit which was read, because in the very
resolution which he has read he makes the
statement that the affidavit read upon Oc-
tober 12 declared that I had received these
moneys from Mr. Mayes in the year 1007,
and that it appeared subsequently that the
year 1907 was inserted through error. Now
then, in the affidavit which my hon. friend
has sent to me apparently the year—I can-
not tell exactly what the figure previously
was—but it reads now October 15, 1905.
