AFRICA.~ Parliculars of the D.ath of Mr. Rich-
ardson, the African Traveller.—1t is with deep re-
gret that we have to announce the death of AMr.
James Richardson, the enterprising African travel-
ler.  This melancholy event took place on the 4th
of March last, at a small village called Ungurutua,
six days distant from Kouka, the capital of Bornou.
Lariy in January, he and the companions of his
unssion, Drs. Barth and Overweg, arrived at the
immense plain of Damergou, when, after remaining
a few days, they separated, Dr. Barth proceeding
to Kanu, Dr. Overweg to Guber, and Mr. Richard.
son teking the direct route to Kouka, by Zinde.
There it would seem his strenath began to give
way, and before lie had arrived twelve days’ “dis-
tant from Kouka, he becaine serionsly ill, suffering
much from the oppressive heatof the sun. Hayine
reached a lurge town calied Kangarrua, he halted
for three days, and feeling himself rather refreshed
hie renewed his journey. — After two days’ more
travel ng, during which his weakness greatly in-
creased, they amrwved at the Waddy Mellah.
Leaving this place on the 3d of Mareh, they reach-
ed in two hours the village of Uungurutua, when Mr.

Richardson became so weak that he was unable to
proceed. In the evening hie took a I ttle food anc
tried to sleep—but became very restless, and left
ins tent supported by his servant.  [le then took
some tea and threw hunself again on his bed, but
did not sleep.  His attendants having made some
| coffee, he asked for a cup, but had no strength to

hold it.  He repeated several times, *[ nave no
strength,” and after having pronounced the name
of his wife, sigled deeply and expired without a
struggle about two hours after midnight. Early in
the morning, the body wrapped in hinen, and cover-
ed with a carpet, was borne to a grave which was
dug four feet deep, under the shade of a lurge tree,
close to the village, followed by all the principal
Sheichs and people of the district. “The Sultan of

Bornou has given orders that all respect and honor
sha!l be paid to the grave of the ill-fated British
traveller.— Multa T'unes.

ProGrEss oF Tine AMERricANs.—In an interval
of lntle wore than half a eentury, it appears that
this extraordinary people have increased above 500
per cent. in numbers; taeir national revenue has
angmented neerly 700 per cent, while their pub-
lic expenditure has increased litle more than 400
per cent.

creased more than a nundred fold, the extent ol
their post-ronds, which has Ween increased thirty-
six fuld, and the cost of their pos'-office, which has
beenangmented in a seventy-two fold ratio. 'I'he
augmentation of their machinery of public instruc-
tion is indicated by the extent of thetr public libra-
ries, which have increased n a thiriy-two fold
ratio,and hy the creation of school libraries, amount-
ing to 2,000,000 volumes.  They have completed
a system of canal navization, which placed in a
continuous line, ‘would extend from London tu
Calcutta, and a system of railways which, contjnu-
ously extended, would stretch from London to Van
Diemen'’s Land, and haue provided locomotive ina-
chinery by which that distance wounld be travelled
over an three weeks, at the cost of 1 1-2d per mile.
They have created a system of inland navigation,

ferior in amount to the collective inland tornage of
all other countrics in the world, and thry possess
many hundreds of river steamers, which impart to
the roads of water the marvellous celerity of roads
of 1ron.
