In the first attack, after brisk firing by the defensive m, lasting only ten
minutes, the raiders were driven off without succeeding in reaching the city of

London.

The firing of the anti-aircraft guns in

the second attack was of orfly brief

duration. The ratders were finally driven off and the police gave out the “all

clear” signal at 9.30 o’clocks ,
A report of the raid was issued

by Field Marshal French at follows:

“The Thames estuary was again the objective of a hostile air raid this even-
ing. The Kent and Essex coast was crossed at various points and a few bombs
were dropped, but no casualties_are yet reported.

“One raider penetrated as far as the southeastern outskirts of London,where
two bombs fell, causing some twenty casualties.”

London, Sept. 5—It was close on mid-
night. I had just finished correcting
the last page of a batch of typescript. I
heard the sound of distant guns. “Boom!

In London there are only two explan-
ations for ‘gun firing, practice or air
raids, and we do not have practice just
on midnight. I went to a temporary
invalid confined to' bed upstairs. “Fir-
ing,” she said cheerily.

I telephoned to the office of a morn-
ing paper to send np a boy for my
“copy.” It was all ready for them. “We
are expecting an air «gid.

Up on the high, flat roof of my home
there was little to be seen. It was a
glorious early autumn night.

A little further along another bomb
had fallen, fallen right in the middle of
the street opposite a hospital. It was
evidently charged with very powerful
explosive, for the window on one side of
the hospital had not merely all its glass
blown out, but had the window frames
‘twisted into fantastic shapes. On the
.opposite side of the road the destruction
of glass was enormous, and more than
glass had been destroyed. Two Cana-
dian soldiers, Sergt. B.- G. Lumley and
Pte. A. E. Bond, in the front room -of
the ground floor of a hotel opposite,
were killed.- A Miss Dunleary, also in
the hotel, was killed. Lumley was sit-
ting in a chair when he died. They car-
ried his body out still on the chair. A
man and woman were killed in a hotel
nearby. Some of the patients in the
hospital were hurt with the falling
glass and with the concussion,-but none
seriously.

Still further down a bomb came on a
Y.M.€.A. Up to a few weeks ago this
was used as a sleeping place for men|
at night. Recently this was discontinu-
ed, and the only people in it were three
of the staff who escaped uninjured.

One bomb struck a roadway and dam-
aged a public vehicle. The driver was|
| severely injured, his legs being prac-
| tically blown off and broken in twp
. places. Despite his wounds he jammegd
! the brakes tightly before he died. Two
| passengers inside the tram were killed.
i In a poor working-class districtéfour
bombs fell together and damaged some
houses and wounded quite a number ¥f
people. It was here that we got the
major part of our .casualties, which
amounted in all to 11 killed and 62
wounded. Several fell in public gardens
and did no ‘harm. .

There were some pathetic and some
grotesque scenes. Five fat old women
went into the lift of an underground
railway. They sat down on the floor
and refused to budge. They remained
there all night, nodding, scarcely able to
keep their eyes open, looking half pa-
thetic, half comical. Most Londoners
at the first sound of trouble went to
theit basements and remained there. The
public is learning that it is not wise to
stay in the open when bombs are drop-
ping. :

I know one poor old man—a Dane, by
the way—whose wife has been driven
mad. She will not live many days long-
er, the doctors say. Brave work, isn’t
it, to make a feeble woman of sixty in-
sane? ’

I turned back home. As I approach-
ed my door I saw a monster motor
standing outside. It was one of the big
delivery vans from a morning paper of-
fice. They were wanting my “copy”
that I had finished just before the raid
| began. It was not safe even now to
| send a boy through the streets alone, so
| they I%ad rushed a delivery van up for it.
Raid or no raid, work must go on. And
| as the boy clasped the envelope in his
ipocket and the motor driver speeded
{ back through streets where the bombs
might soon come again, it seemed a liv-
‘ing illustration of the fact that the
| full life of London was continuing with
. scarcely 'a pause. Fritz had done his
worst, and now we could resume the
routine of our affairs again.

The local armory was hereby put to
a use which was not formerly intended,
and it had to meet the demands.

The building for its original purpose is
all that is required. The large sunny
dormitories were the cause of much
favorable criticism yesterday from the
vigitors. In fact the brightness and airi-
ness of the whole building was the source
of much admiration and satisfaction. In
times gone past the dormitories were the
officers’ quarters and are now admirably
suited for their present purposes.

The bath rooms with stationary ‘and
moveable baths are modern, up-to-date,
and meet all requirements. There is one
fine large infirmary ward for patients
with slight indispositions. There are to
be no bed patients in the armory and
even now all the patients are able to
move about.

There is also a splendid dispensary
room in charge of a trained chemist. The
room for massages and electrical treat-
ment is also well equipped and a special
outfit for this room is now on its way
from Chicago, and is expected here with-
in a few days.

The presence of vocational training
rooms is a step in advance with the times

A large room up stairs is used for in-
structions where all simple subjects, such
as bookkeeping, etc., are taught and im-
parted to the patients so desiring it.

In the kitchen are installed all devices
for cooking and a first class chef is al-
ways on the job. There are store-rooms
and cold storage in the building, an out-
fit of porcelain dishes and cutlery, a spa-
cious and modernly equipped dining hall
where there are many tables suitably
covered, and a pot of ferns to give a
cheery and bright look. There are two
large recreation roems well supplied with
reading and writing materials, and other
necessaries. A large reading room over-

Reid is acting as Sir Robert’s confiden-
tial agent in the negotiations and, with
Sir Clifford Sifton, is seeking to fix
things up for final action by the premier
on his return. It is understood that the
negotiations now on are being conducted
with Hon. A. L. Sifton, of Alberta; J.
G. Turiff, M.P., of Saskatchewan; Hon.
Edward Brown, of Winnipeg; Hugh
Guthrie, M.P. of Ontario; Lieut.-Colonel
C. C. Ballantyne, of Montreal, and E. P.
Davis, K.C,, of British Columbia. Al
these names have been mentioned pre-
viously as those of possible Liberals who
might be induced to enter the Borden
ministry even though they could not
bring with the many substantial Liberal
following.
