London, May 28—Describing the trip
of Hawker and Grieve in their attempt
Jto cross the Atlantic a Daily Mail cor-
respondent says that Hawker remained
seated the whole time, but that Grieve
moved about kneeling to examine the
drift indicator, standing up for observa-
tion or going forward for the wireless.
Each of them ate a sandwich and drank
four cups of coffee out of a vacuum

“And the next thing I ate,” said Haw-
ker, “was about seventy-two hours
later,” adding, with a laugh, “yes, we
did not take enmough calories. The fact
is I was very seasick when we got down
to water, and afterwards for two days in
the ship. It was like being in a small

“I had to laugh,” said Hawker, “when
one sbig wave came up under the top
plane, which up to that time had been
dry and shining, It lifted us right out
and I saw the trailing edge of the top
plane break clean away.”

We had
a jolly good feeling when we saw the
ship messing about. Looking for a ship
for two hours and being seasick the
whole time was not very merry and
bright.” :

What Grieve Says.

“We certainly had a feeling of thank-
fulness and relief when we saw the
ship,” said Grieve. “After that we were
all right. The machine was floating

well on her general buoyancy. Even the |

“We were rescued at 880 o’clock,
Greenwich time,” said Grieve, “and lost

everything. We went aboard the Mary

without caps or boots. All my log had
been washed out of my pocket except
one small page of rough notes.”

Both were reluctant to describe their
feelings at the time, but summed them
up as follows:

Grieve—“I did not feel excited in the
slightest, either at the start or when
rescued.”

Hawker—“Tt seemed a very uneventful |

affair. When we started we felt it was
a one hundred to one chance for us.”
Hawker said: “The weather was no
hindrance and we should have made the
flight but for the trouble occasioned by
the water boiling in our cooling system.
We could have got through the worst
of the weather in a couple of hours.”
“The wireless was not a great suc-
cess,” said Grieve. “We had a new set
from England. I sent out messages
every half hour and think they should
have been heard if any ship had been
near, but never had any reply. My chief

_object was to let them know we were

still in the air. During the last few
bours, when the engine was throttled
down, the speed of the machine was in-
sufficient to drive the wireless equipment
gnd no spark could be generated, but I
sent ‘S. O. 8’ signals every fifteen min-
utes on an off chance of the spark oper-
ating. We fired no lights at night. One
wvessel has reported having seen a light,
but the observers on board may have
mistaken the red glow of the exhaust.
“We preferred to navigate chiefly by
eelestial observations and my position,
as I worked out by the stars, was vir-
tually correct, I found when picked up.
I used a cloud horizon instead of a sea
horizon, as the sea was hardly visible

SIR EDWARD KEMP
MAKES HIS SPEECH

Overseas Minister of Militia In

Commons at Ottawa

Reviews Operations of Various Branches
of Service and Says Headgquarters
Staff Had Done Duty Well

ter of militia, spoke on the administra-
tion of the Canadian gverseas forces. He
sketched the work of ine Canadian forces
in various war theatres, and paid a tri-
bute to General Sir Arthur Currie who,
he said, “had made a great place for
himself in history. It is my opinion,”
said Sir Edward, “that-he was consider-
ate of the men under him and always'
exercised patience and foresight.”

He dealt individually with the various
arms of the service. In regard to criti-
cism that there had been undue delay

was being done, = .. ..

Referring to the formation of the two
squadrons of the ‘Canadian aip force
now in England, Sir Edward expressed
the view that it. would be advisable for
Canada to continue these two squadrons
instead of allowing them to disband. It
would be a shame if the men were dis-
banded and allowed -to drift wherever
their services were desired.. He paid a tni-
bute to the railway troops and forestry
corps, doctors’ and nurse.

W. F. Nickle asked the minister wheth-
er certain disquieting reports with re-
gard to Canadian hospitals in England
were correct. He said that returning of-
ficers had said that éwing to lack of co-
operation, and inefficiency, Canadian sol-
diers had been cdused suffering in these
hospitals. * .

He then turned to the Canadian war
records, stating that the collection of the
dominion 'was‘a very fine one. Referring
to the representation .of the crucifixion
of a Canadian soldier, Mr. Lemieux ask-
ed if Sir Edward had taken any steps to
ascertain the facts, as the crucifixion had
been denied. ;

Leaps To His Death

Pilot Frank McCusker of Air Mail Kill-
ed—Plane Elazed up as he Was
Leaving Cleveland for Chicago

Cleveland, May 28—Hundreds of per-
sons saw Frank McCusker, aged 28, of

he had announced that he would at-
tempt to establish a record on his flight
to Chicago. .
The cause of the accident is not known,
Witnesses saw puffs of black smoke come
from the rear on the DeHaviland. When

300 and 400 feet, McCusker was seen to
climb from his seat to the frame. Then
the airplane pluaged ‘and the pilot was
seen to leap.
