Robert McLean, world’s 
amateur skating champion, set a new mark 
for the quarter mile, w*ile Fred Rob­
son of Toronto hung up a new record for 
the sixty yards straight away dash.

Robson forced the Chicago lad to extend 
himself to the limit. For the first two 
laps in the quarter mile, Robson hung 
doggedly on the heels of the champion, 
pressing him hard, but McLean ran like 
a deer on the stretches on the final lap, 
pulling away from the Canadian. His 
time for the quarter miles was .37 3-5, 
breaking hie former record, established at 
St. Paul on last Saturday, by *6 seconds.

Robson broke hie old record of 7 1-5 
seconds for the sixty yard dash by three- 
fifths of a second in a match raoe with

Osman Nizami Paeha, Turlysh ambassa­
dor to Germany, who is one of the Otto­
man delegatee, declared today:—

“Now both the Balkan allies and the 
European powers have had a taste of what 
Turkey is capable of doing, of what resist­
ance she is able to offer, and what sacri­
fices she is ready to endure. Nothing ie 
more dangerous than a wounded lion.”

At tlie headquarters of all the peace 
delegations of the Balkan allies the'great­
est activity ayd excitement prevails.

The Balkan delegates consider tjiat the 
resumption of the war in the course of 
next week is almost inevitable, even if, 
as they think probable, the powers - should 
agree on active intervention by sending 
squadrons of warships to the Dardanelles 
and landing in Constantinople to protect 
the interests of their subjects.

London, .Jan. 24—The new Turkish cabi­
net has decided to recall the Ottoman 
peace delegates from London, according 
to a news agency despatch from Constanti­
nople. The Turkish government also is 
said to have requested the ambassadors 
at Vienna and St. Petersburg to return 
to the Turkish capital.

Enver Bey, the most spirited leader of 
the young Turks, is appointed thief of 
the^ general staff of the Turkish army.

Constantinople, Jan. 24—The events 
leading to the coup d’etat are described as 
follows. Talaat fiiey visited Kiamil Pasha 
in the morning and urged him to resign.
Kiamil refused to reply and the cabinet 
council continued to discuss the draft of 
the reply to the powers’ note.

About three o’clock in the afternoon 
Djelalal Bey, a young Turk leader, 
panied by five mounted officers arrived at 
the Sublime Porte. At the same moment, 
several hundred people suddenly''gather­
ed and unfurled a flag, evidently by pre­
concerted arrangement.

Then Enver Bey, mounted on a white 
horse, appeared accompanied by Kiazim 
Bey. who was formerly ambassador at 
Washington. Halil Bey and other staff of­
ficers. Dismounting at the doorw of the 
Porte, he asked to seey the grand vizier, 
whereupon the gates of the Porte were 
closed.

Memduli Pasha, commamlant of Con­
stantinople, stood at the door and refused 
admission to anyone except Enver Bey 
and Talaat Bey. They entered tlie council 
chamber and declared that the ministry 
must resign. Kiamil Pasha thereupon 
wrote his resignation and handed it to Canadian Cattle 
Enver, who proceeded to the palace.

The Sultan refused to believe it, un­
til he had sent messengers to the Porte 
to confirm the news.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 24—In a brief 

session yesterday afternoon the house com­
mittee on ways and means heard the re­
maining evidence of the cotton schedule, 
and then adjourned till today, when the 
duties on manufactures of flax, hemp, 
and jute are to be considered. The pre­
vailing opinion among democratic mem­
bers of the committee, it is understood, 
favors radical reductions in the rates, par­
ticularly the cheaper grades of cotton 
clothes. In their brief the southern cot­
ton manufacturers, in deference to the 
downward tendency, suggested a minimum 
rate of ten per cent, as a basis, artd it is 
thought that the democratic majority of 
the committee will adopt this standard and 
possibly even go as low as a five per cent, 
minimum. The democratic bill of last ses­
sion recommended 13 per cent, as the mini­
mum rate.

The manner in which the term “import­
ed goods,” bas been exploited by the 
American dealer, was illustrated in evi­
dence, heard yesterday afternoon. The 
name "imported,” a New York manufac­
turer of handkerchiefs declared “is worth 
about 7 1-2 per cent. He told the com­
mittee further that handkerchiefs made 
in the United States were sold at a higher 

by retail dealers as imported goods.
