BY HON. G. E. FOSTER

Trafalgar Day Celebration Under
Auspices of St. George’s Society
Well Attended

Nelscn’s glorious victory over the
combined fleets of France and Spain at
Trafalgar 1n 1805 was fittingly com-
memorated last evening by the gathering
in the York theatre, under the auspices
of the St. George’s Society. The chief
feature of the evening was the address
by Hor. George E. Fcster, Ministe= of
Trade and ommerce, on ‘““Trafalzar,
and what it means to the British Em-
pire.”

Mr. Foster, a'ways an eloquent spesk-
er, was in splendid form, and his spe=:h
was a notable one. He briefly but bril-
liantly painted the picture of Europe as
it was at the time of the great naval
battle, held up fer the admiration of
his audience Nelson as the hero who
saved Biilain from hér enemies, and
made the Brilish Empire a possibility,
traped the ctfect of the victory upnn the
material destines of the Empire, and al-
so its effect upon the spirit of the nu-
tion. In eulogizing the hero who lHazd
donz 8o much for Greater Britain, he
laid emphasis upon the example he set
and the duty which his example laid
upon those who come after him to
share in the work of preserving the 2m-
pire, urging the obligation of the colo-
nies, whose future was assured by Nel-
son’s victory, to do their share in keép-
ing up the navy which holds the em-
pire together. Mr. Foster was given a
hearty reception and some of his more
eloquent periods as well as the conclu-
sion ¢f his sneech were marked by vig-
orous applause.

India Missions. / .

Rev. J. G- Brown, D. D, secretary of
the Canadlan Fore! ‘Baptist Mission
Board, submitted the report for the
board. This historic report statéd that
the missionarles in India have formed
the Canadian Baptist mission conferepce
in India. It reports a bountiful harvest,
there being 1,156 baptisms, the largest
in the history of the mission. The task
of the mission is thekeva.rgehutmn of
4,000,000 in India. There is at present
a Christian community of 9,000, of
whom 500 are workers.

The summary of the -needs to over-

take this work foHows: Right bunga-
lows for families, $28,000; thirteen ladies’
bungalows, $40,000, nine station chapels,
$5,000; high school at Vizagapatam with
equipment, $16,000; hotels and dormi-
tories, $6,000; total, $150,000; annual ex-
penses 85 families, ulades, $42,000; sev-
enty single ladies, $42,000; travelin
furlough, $14,000; traveling on fleld, 12,-

000; repairs and taxes, $4,000; higher
educational work, $25,000; Indian male
workers, $200,000; Bible women, $20,-
000; total, 3896,000, deduct for Indian
receipts, $100,000; balance to be supplied
from abroad, $295,

The income of the board was $180,467,
of which $8y,870 came from the mari-
time provinces. Appeals for aid have
come from Bulgaria and from Chile,
neither of which could be responded to
