Chatham, N. B., May 18—(Special)—The 
Fisher case before the exchequer court was 
finished yesterday afternoon and the A.

It 
was bought about ten years ago by the de­
fendants for $7,000 but the case that they 
are making before the court is that to 
place the crib work that lies there and the 
buildings that were on the property would 
cost $125,000 and they are demanding that 
the government should pay them this sum.

5226-5—21.BRITAIN IS HAVING 
TROUBLE WITH ARABS

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
London, May 7—An interesting side­

light on the history of British Columbia, 
was brought to attention at Sotheby’s fa­
mous salerooms, when a $20 piece in silver 
was sold for $725.

Up to 1858 British Columbia was leased 
to the Hudson Bay Company. Then gold 
was discovered, and it became a crown 
colony. Later a coinage was minted, and 
only numismatists know the rarity of some 
of the pieces minted in 1862. Yesterday 
at Sotheby’s in the cabinet of the late Lt.- 
Colonel Simonet, was the only example 
known of the 1862 $20 piece in sil­
ver. It must not be thought that 
it was excessively large. Ifi size it was 
rather larger than a fifty-cent piece. Be­
ing unique it was eagerly coveted, and 
Mr. Spink, a famous collector, eventually 
had to pay nearly forty times its original 
value to secure it.

A $20 piece in gold minted at the same 
time, sold for about $600 come years ago, 
and it was then stated that outside the 
national collection, there was no other 
similar piece. The silver coin which beat 
its fellow in gold, has on the obverse “Gov­
ernment of British Columbia.’’ In the 
centre is a crown, beneath a legend and a 
floral ornament. On the reverse is $20 dol­
lars, 1862,” in three lines, within an oak 
w-reath. In small capital letters below 
is the artist's name, “Kuner, F."
