Sussex, Aug. 14—The shooting being 
done at the forty-sixth annual meet of the 
Provincial Rifle Association this year is 
worthy of Bisely marksmen, being decided­
ly superior to that of other years. High 
scores have been a feature of every match 
shot thus far, the figures in every case be­
ing greater than those of other years and 
in the contest for the Association Cup to­
day the shooting was marked by a re­
cord tally made by Sergeant I. F. Archi­
bald, of St. John, who rolled up 100 in a 
possible 105 points, the first time such a 
score has been made in this range.

Other scores were high and the average 
was eight points better than in the con­
test for the Association Cup last year. 
Others who were we'll up in the totals 
were Lieut. MacFarlame, of Fredericton, 
and J. J. Pinkerton- of St. John, who 
made 99 and 98 respectively.

The shooting in this match was done 
against quite a strong and tricky wind, 
but the light all day was encouraging. The 
wind was stronger in the afternoon when 
the McLean match was in progress and 
from thirteen to nineteen minutes had to 
be allowed in order to calculate on locat­
ing the bull. The sun beamed brightly all 
through the day and it was yery warm. 
The marksmen are well pleased with the 
result of the shoot up to the present and 
are particularly thankful to the weather 
mal for his consideration. /

Beating All Records,
Never has such splendid shooting been 

done on the Sussex range by the P. R. A. 
members. Last year a score of 96 won the 
Association Cup and marks of 82 shared 
in the dietibution of prizes, but at today’s 
match as high as 90 was counted out and 
when it is considered that there were 
forty-five who made this figure or more 
today, the high standard of efficiency will 
readily be recognized. In this match the 
winner becomes the receipient of the 
challenge cup and $10 in cash while there 
were fiftÿ-two prizes aggregating $153. The 
firing was at 200, 500 and 600 yards.

Last Tuesday, August 6th, there cleared 

at Campbelllpn the steamer Lorca which 
bad on board, from the Shives Lumber Co. 
for F. E. Neale the grand cargo of 2266 
standerds, a total of approximately 4,500,- 
000 superficial feet of lumber.

This eclipses all previous record's for the 
province, the largest cargo taken from the 
Miramichi to date being 1805 standards 
which the Zafra took out Saturday.

The Nordfarer, the biggest three master 
ship to ever visit the Miramichi and prob­
ably the biggest afloat at the present time 
leaves today for Newport, XX’ales. This ship 
arrived off Chatham on Sunday June 2nd 
and after some delay proceeded to Nor- 
din’s mill where she took on board 1140 
standards. When over the bar, the Nord­
farer .will probably get about 140 standards 
more from Richibucto before proceeding on 
her trans-Atlantic voyage.

The block-boat Progress III. arrived Fri­
day night and almost immediately began 
loading. She will probably complete her 
cargo tonight and leave tomorrow morn­
ing.

The S. £). Andoni, which loaded at 
Lynch’s for the McKay concern 8t. John 
went out Saturday and the Glenbridge, 
the largest steamer to enter the Miri- 
michi this year, yesterday.-The latter will 
go to Campbellton to finish loading.

The news has just been received in 

Montreal of the death at Norfolk, X'a., 
on Sunday night or early on Monday 
morning of Mr. John R. McConica, who 
not only was instrumental in having the 
Old Brewery Miseion started, but who 
discharged faithfully the duties of super­
intendent in connection with it for a per­
iod of ten years.

Mr. McConica, who was about fifty-eight 
years of age, was born in Nova Scotia, and 
in hie early days was connected with the 
printing trade, but getting converted in 
the old Jerry McAuley Miseion in New 
York, be became a local preacher. Coming 
to Montreal, he started the Old Brewery 
Miseion in a little store on St. James 
street, and many who were down and out 
have loving memories of his kindly words 
and his efforts to lead them to better 
things, both in'body and in spirit. Aa the 
result of his appeal to the churches to 
help him in carrying on the work, amongst 
the poor and affilicted, Dominion Square 
Methodist church came to his aid with the 
building on Craig street, and rented it to 
the Old Brewery Mission for to carry on 
their work.

In February, 1901, Mr. McConica resign­
ed the position of superintendent, and at 
a farewell reception on February 12, 1901, 
he was presented with a well-filled purse. 
Mr. McConica returned to Norfolk, where 
he received the degree of D.D. from the 
Methodist church South, and was used by 
that body as an evangelist, convicting the 
City Miseion, and preaching to sailors and 
marines. He is survived by his wife and 
one daughter. Mr. George Hodge, of 
Montreal, on receiving news of the death 
of Mr. McConica, left 
tend the funeral, which will take place to­
morrow.
