(Toronto Globe.)

It may be doubted. whether any one
person in history occiipied so command-
ing a position as did Mr. Wilson in the
fihal months of the war and during the
sittings of the Peace Conference. There
are few precedents-also for the sud-
denness and completeness of his eclipse.
His tragic physical collapse was a fact-
or, but it did not change the course of
events.. The American people were

suffering from a war-weariness and dis-'

illusion, and all the accumulated dis-
contents of years fell upon him and his
party.

Wilson’s career and character will be
always a theme for criticism. He had
elements of greatness almost neytral-
ized by defects and infirmities. He
was deliberately blind to the issues of
the war until his country was forced
into it, but thenceforward he showed
superb qualities of courage, resolution
