“Advance” Scientific Miscellany.

For preserving the natural colors of
dried flowers and plants, this process
has been recommended by German
scientists : Dissolve one part of sali-
cylic acid in six hundred parts of
aleohol, heat the solution o boiling in
a°shallow dish, and draw the plant
throngh it slowly ; shake off any excess
of liquid, dry between blotting paper,
aud press in the usual manner. Natur-
al colors are said to be thus preserved
in greater perfection than by other pro-
cesses.

The use of the electric telegraph in
Arctic exploration is a suggestion lately
made by the superintendeht of the
Western Union Telegraph Company at
San Francisco, and the plan seems an
excellent and practical one. By such
aid sledge parties could be kept in con-
stant communication with the main
body of the expedition. The wires
would be made as light as possible, and
laid slong the snow or ice or the frozen
ground, either of which would sufficient-
ly insulate the wires without the use of
the usual poles and glass insulators.

In Carlyle’s *‘ Reminiscences” he
tells us of his dyspepsia, and how he
once rode sixty miles to Edinburgh ‘“ to
consult a doctor, having at last reduced
my complexities to the single question :

Is this disease curable by medicine ;
or is it chronic, incurable except by
regimen, if even so! This question I
earnestly put ; got the response: ‘It is
all tobacco, sir ; give up tobacco.” Gave
it instantly and strictly up. Found,
after long months, that I might as well
have ridden sixty miles in the opposite
direction, and pouréed my sorrows ‘into
the long, hairy ear of the first jackass [
came upon, as into this select medical
man's, whose name I will not mention.”

”

An account was recently given to the

British Royal Society of the transplant-
ing of a bone, the first successful in-
stance of the kind ever recorded. A
piece of diseased bone had to be remov-
ed from the arm of a boy of thrge years
in a Glasgow infirmary. Fifteen
months after the operation no new bone
formation had appeared, and the experi-.
ment of bone-grafting was undertaken.
On three different occasions, portions of
human bone were transplanted, the
grafts being taken from patients from
whom wedges of bone had to be remov-
ed for the purpnse of straightening
their limbs. These wedges were divid-
ed into many small pieces and placed in
the child’s arm. 'The fragments grew
together and adhered to the bone of the
arm above and below, ultimately con-
verting a useless arm into a thoroughly
useful one by the formation of a com-
plete bone.
Some . conception of the enormous
energy of the human heart may be
formed when it is considered that a
good climber can only ascend 9,000 feet
in nine hours—that is, working con-
tinuously for a considerable time, can
only raise his own weight 1,000 feet an
hour—while the work done by the
heart is equivalent to raising its own
weight (ten ounces) 13,8660 feet high
every hour. A still more striking i'lus-
tration of the great power of this little
organ may be found by comparing it
with the most powerful engine ever
made by man—the ‘‘ Bavarian " locomo-
tive of the Vienna and Trieste railway
—which can ouly raise itself through
2,700 feet an hour. That is, its energy
is less than one-fifth that of the human
heart. Of course, the actual ‘work
done, both by engine and climber, is
much greater in amount than that done
by the heart; but relative to weight,
the energy of the heart far exceeds the
other two.

Long Range Cannon.

The manufacture of a cannon which, it
is thought, will have double the range of
any now made was begun at the Scott
foundry of the Reading (Pa.) Iron Works,
The gun will be twenty-five feet long and
have a bore six inches in diameter. Along
the bore four pockets will be located, in
each of which a charge of powder will be
placed with the view of accelerating the
speed of the ball after it leaves the cham-
ber of the gun during its progress through
the bore. Experte. who have seen the
drawings and given the subject of the
manufacture of heavy ordnance a study,
have expressed the opinion that the gun
will throw a balla distance of ten to
twelve miles, whereas five miles is a good
range for the best cannon. The charge of
powder will be 130 pounds and the weight
of shot 150 pounds.

Theory and Fact.

People are very sure as to what their
conduct would be in certain supposed
cases. For instance : who knows a lady
who does not declare that if she were to
awake and find a burglar in the room, she
would lie silent and motionless, feign
sleep, watch the man closely, and so
escape uninjured and be able to identify
him next day ?

Who knows a man who does not inevit-
ably remark, when the subject of firein a
place of amusement is spoken of : ““Oh,
I should be perfectly calm. I should be
careful not to be pushed forward by the
crowd. If I had alady with me, I should
make her keep her seat, and so should
escape without injury or agitation?”

And who knows a person of either sex
who does not vow that on the appearance
of an apparition, he or she would quietly
walk up to it, touch it, and prove that
it was nothing but a waving garment, a
pumpkin lantern, or a shadow ?

All this sounds very fine; bat, alas,
when thé lady does awake to find the
burglar decamping with her earrings and
watch, her best silk dress and her new
bonnet, she utters shriek after shriek,
manages to get herself at least partially
choked, and after all finds it impossible to
declare whether the man who stole ner
property was white or black, six feet or
five feet in height, masked or not.

The man who feels certain that he could

stand unmoved amidst a conflagration in
theory, on hearing the cry of firein actual
fact, either in lecture room or theatre,
starts to his _feet, either dragging
his lady companion with him, or forgetting
all about her, and rushes out at the door,
roaring lustily for the engines, to learn of
the wicked boy who gave the alarm
that “ the fire is in the stove.”

And your brave ghost seer, having hung
his own night cap on a gas fixture, totters
into the apartment of his dearest friend at
midnight, with the information that he has
had a warning of approacbing death in the
appearance of a spectre seven feet high,
that he believes to be his great grand
father,

A Cashmere Shawl.

We have gleaned some curious facts
about the manufacture and cost of a real
cashmere scarf or shawl. Mooki Shah is
the best and greatest manufacturer of
shawls in the city of Cashmiere; but his
factory is a miserable, dirty building, the
work-room easuring about thirty by
sixty feet. He employs some forty men
and boys, of all ages, from six to fifty—
arranged in twos and threes, at different
looms, each one having a loom to himself;
for all the most valuable shawls are made
in looms in smnall pieces, according to the
pattern, and then sewed together.

The pattern is not put in colors and
squares, like our patterns of worsted work
for chair-backs, seats or slippers, but the
directions are written. When the pat-
terns are made, they are all sewed togeth-
er. At some looms in operations, may be
seen four or five hundred small pins of
wood, with rolls of different shades of
woollen thread, to be used in different
parts of the pattern. It i» astomishing ‘o
see the dexterity with which even small
children work these hand-looms, and un-
derstand their written directions.

One shawl often takes fifteen men seven
months to make, the workmen hardly ever
receiving over four and three-fourth cents
a day. None of the only two, or even
three hundred dollar shawls come from
Cashmere. Mooki Shah makes none that
could be bought in London or New York
tor less than eight ‘or nine hundred
dollars,

A large portion of the shawls sold as
real India ones are actuslly made in
France, for the Thibet goat was introduced
into that country more than forty years
8go, and cashmere shawls are also imitated
with considerable skill.

There was a magniticent shawl made at
this factory for Eugenie, while Empress of
France. It had awhite ground or centre,
and was the most elegant specimen of
cashmere work Mooki Shah ever produced.
Thirty men were kept steadily at work on
it- for nine months. That is, eight thou-
sand two hundred and fifty days’ work
were bestowed on that one shawl. The
price when finished was thirteen hundred
rupees, or six hundred and fifty dollars.
Such a shawl would probably sell for
about four thousand dollars in London or
New York. So the shopkeepers, even if
they do not visit India to make money,
are enabled to realize a 'ittle when they
stay at home. G. B. G.

The Il-Fated Victoria.
VERDICT OF THE CORONER'S JURY.

London, Ont., June 14:—The coroner’s
inquest on the ‘‘ Victoria” disaster was
resumed on Monday. Engineer Bell of
the * Princess Louise,” gave evidence con-
demnatory of the * Victoria.” Samue

Peters, architect, had carefully examined
the wreck, and attributed the accident to
leakage, overloading on the upper deck
and insufficient stanchions.  George
Parish, Superintendent of the boats, put
in a written statement explaining how he
came tobe in pousession of the * Vice
toria.” He bhad spent considerable money
fitting her up before the opening of the
season, and believed her to be perfectly
safe; could not charge himself with
neglect or carelessness in any way.

Capt. Rankin, of the * Victoria,” had
superintended the fitting up of the ** Vicg
toria” and considered the boat complete
and perfectly safe. On the final trip, on
the 24th of May, he had a suspicion that
the vessel had struck a snag from the way
she acted ; thought she struck on the port
quarter aft ; thought he had from 350 to
500 passengers on board ; tried to keep the
people from going on board ; did not suc-
ceed, but succeeded in making a number
get off that were on board. On leaving
Spring Bank, did not think she had a
greater number on board than could bs
carried with safety. The boat acted as
usual tilVshe struck the snag; thought
the water in the boat was the cause of
her upsetting ; have seen the hole in her
bottom, but could not say how it was
caused. From the appearance of the hole,
thought that without that hole, with the
number of passengers we had, she would
have come safely to London.

This finished the evidence, and the jury
retired to deliberate, and at 2 o’clock on
Tuesday morning were out with little
prospect of agreement.

At the close of the inguest Capt. Ran-
kin and Manager George Parish were
quietly arrested in the lobby of the City
Hall on the information of a man named
Jones, postmaster of Londotny West, on a
charge of manslaughter. Bail was ac-
cepted for both Parish and Rankin in $2,-
000.

THE YERDICT.

““ We do find that the eapsizing of the
steamer *‘ Victoria” was caused by water
in the hold, and we believe that the water
leaked in through a hole stove in the bot-
tom from some unknown cause. We sup-
pose this injury was caused by coming in
contact with a stone or snag in the river.
We are also convinced that the boiler was
not securely fastened ; that the hi
supporting the promenade and huricane
decks were too slender, being made chiefly
of pine not properly braced ; also ef the
opinion that the engineer was guilty cf
great negligence in the discharge of his
duty, in not seeing that the hold was clear
of water, and in not conveying in person
to the captain the dangerous condition of
the boat.

We think the Captain was to blame in
accepting the dual position of captain and
wheelsman, which prevented him from
giving his undivided attention to the pro-
per management of the boat ; that he wag,
to blame for leaving Spring Bank without *
making a proper examination of his boat,
as there was undoubtedly water in the
hold at that time:. We are further of the
opinion that the manager did not do his
duty in not supplying sufficient hands to
man his boat ; that he should have had
the boat inspected and a certificate for. the
same.

The jury think that the Government
Inspector was to blame for the manner in
which he inspected and passed the boat
last year, as from the evidence her upper
construction was not fit to carry a large
load of passengers, and we would strongly
urge upon the Gover t the ity
of making more stringent inspections and
regulations in regard to passenger steam-
boats.”
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
