Restigouche County Court.

The November term of Restigouche
County Court opened with the usual pro-
clamatioss aod formalities on Tuesday morn-
ing, His Honor, Judge Wilkinson, presiding.
There was no grand Jury, and only one
civil cause tried before the petit jury, viz.
The Baok of Montreal vs. George Forest,
entered by Messrs. McAlister and Mott.
This was an action on two small bills of ex-
change. It was undefended at the trial and
resulted in a verdict for the plaintiff. $69.83,
There were also two assessments, Samuel
Hayward, vs Michael Archibald, which was
assessed at §68.09; and John J. Barry. vs
Wm. J. Duncan and Alexander McLennan,
which was assessed at 32.61.

There was also a bastardy cause, which
for some uuexplained reason, was not enter-
ed or broughton, and an application in
another matter to be heard before the judge
at chambers.

This completed all the business.

A Cold Winter.

Prof. W. H. Smith, of Montreal, in his
planctary almanac says we are approaching
another cold dry winter, but not so cold as
in 1892-3. The prospects for rain and snow
are better. There will be more precipita-
tions this year. The forecasts f Jaonary
and February are:

January—A cold month, with considerable
downfall. Snowsand rains in northern and
eastern, considerable rain in southern sec-
tions. Snowfall in the Northwest about or
perhaps below the average. The “January
thaw” looks like being a marked feature.
The coldest ‘‘dips” appear most likely to-
wards the middle and during the last few
days of the month. Severe storms over the
North Atlantic.

February—A cold month. Mean tem-
perature in Canada and the Northern States
below the average. Precipitation about or
abova the average for February. Some
severe storms and rapid changes of tem-
perature, causing alternations of floods and
“‘freeze ups.” The dreaded tornado is likely
to be heard from in the southwest early this
year.

Fata.l?un Accident.

A fatal gun accident occured at Black
River, parish of Glenelg, on Saturday last.
Mr. Alexander McXNaughton of that place
went into the woods to get some axe handle
and other similar bhardwood, accompanied
by his son Allen, about twelve, years old and
another lad of the same age—Stanley
McNaughton, son of his brother, Jas. Mec-
Naughton. Mr. McNaughton had gun
with him. The party aad procured the
wood they went for and =ach member
of it had some to carry. As they
were going homeward Mr. McNaughtor,
who had left his coat where he had procured
some of the wood, told the boys to proceed
as far as a certain brook and await him
there until he returned with the garmeant.
The lads were doing this, Allan trudging
along with his load, the gun being also on
his shoulder, with the muzzle poiuted for-
ward. Saddenly a root caught his foot, and
he stumbled and fell, the butt of the gun
describing a circle in the air and falling in
reversed position, the muzzle pointing
towards him, When the butt struck the
the ground, the charge, which consisted of
powder, & bullet and some partridge shot,
exploded (the hammer being probably,
down on the cap, instead of at half cock)
entering the poor boy’s stomach, and paes-
ingin a downward direction. Soon after,
Mr. McNaughton appeared and found him
wounded and that his clothing had beenset
on fire by the powder. He did all hecould
for him, hurriedly, and leaving his cousin
Stanley with him weunt, as fast as possible,
to procure aid by which he was conveyed to
his home on a stretcher. Dr. J. S. Benson
of Chatham was at once sent for, and coull
give no hope of the lad's recovery, and
death took place early on Sunday morning.

Northumberland’s Poor.

It is, we think, quite safe to say that
there is no county in the province—perhaps
not in the Dominion—in which there is a bet-
ter nystem of caring for the poor, than that
in operation in Northumberland, which is at
once humane, effective and,at the same time,
very economically worked. There has, also,
never been a time wheu the Al!ms Houre of
the county was so well managed as it is at
present—a fact due, no doubt, largely to the
good character and standing of the gentle-
men who comprise the Board of Commission-
ers, but who could not be so successful
were it not for the admirable methods of the
keeperand matron, Mr. and Mrs, A, 8.
Templeton, who seem to perform their duties
with every consideration for the interests
entrusted to them, displaying a regard for
order, cleanliness, and discipline, sympathy
with the poor who are entrusted to them,
and an integrity which make them worthy
of all contidence.

On Monday there was a meeting of the
Boar for the purpose of closing the business
of the year. Heretofore the Alnts House
year ended on the 31st December. and there
was not sufficient time between that dJdate
and the meeting of the Municipal Conacil—
the third Tuesday in January,—to get the
accounts in satisfactory shape for presenta-
tion to that body, and it_has been wiscly de-
termined to have the Alms House year end
on 3lst October hereafter.

At Tuesday’s meeting, the following com-
missioners were present, vizi--R. R. Call,
chairman; D. MecLachlin, secretary ; W.

Commissioners Hennessy, Simpson and
Tweedie, a committce appointed to examine
the provisions, clothing, and everything in
connection with the iopstitution, reported,
through Mr. Hennessy, that they found the
quantities of the several articles, as stated
by the keeper, correct, the quality good, and
everything about the establishment in a
most satisfactory condition.

Secretary McLachlan and Commissioner
Connors were appointed a committee to
provide the requisites for extra good dinners
for the inmates on Christmas and New
Year's days. -

It was ordered that the chairman audit
and prepare the books and accounts for
submission to the Municipal Council as
heretofore and that he be paid the usual fee
for the work.

Keeper Templeton submitted several re-
ports in connection with the institation,
the work performed during the past year,
etc.. The keeper was called in and the
chairman expressed to him the great pleasure
of the commissioners in finding everything
about the premises so neat and clean; and
he was p'eised to be able to convey to him
and Mrs. Templeton the thanks of the
Board for the very satisfactory manner in
which they were performing their duties as
keeper and matron.

Keeper Templeton made a very neat
speech in reply, on behalf of himself aud Mrs.
Templeton, aud the commissioners accepted
his invitation to proceed to his pr vate ap-
partments, where light refreshinents were

served.

We understand that amongst the items of
supply produced by the farm of the institu-
tion during the past-year,were 107 lbs butter,
while the dozen hens furnished to the present
Keeper when he took charge, have been so
well managed that 53 dozen of eggs for the
use of the institution were produced during
the past season, besides killing chickens
occasionally; 23 bbls. of potatoes and other
roots and vegetables, and a ton and a
quarter of hay were also amongst the pro-
ducts. There is some humor in the Keeper,
for in his report on the farm work and pro-
duacts he says : “I am pleased to state that
we have succeeded in eradicating from the
institution that interesting insect called
cockroach, which was a pest to ths house.”
It will be interesting to know whether the
veteran manager,who seems to have the facul-
ty of makiog the most of everything, means
that having driven the cockroaches from the
house, he has harnessed them for work on
the farm,

The Alms Hcuse is quite a time-honored
institution. It was built in 1863-9 chietly
through the instrumentality of the late Hon.
T. F, G.llespir, who was one of the firat
members of the board, and it was opened to
paupers on lst July 1869. The present
organization was effected on St. Patrick’s
day 1868 in Masonic Hall, Chatham and the
present chairmap, R. R. Call Esq., was
appointed to that positiot on 16th June of
that year, so that he has been continuously
at the head of the board for more than 25
years.

During the present year permanent im-
provements have been made, euch as the
introduction of an independent gravitation
water system, by which a constant supply of
the purest epring water is secured. The
premises have also been generally, renovated
and their sanitary condition much improved,
and we believe that all has been done with-
out materially increasing the yearly cost to
the ratepayers of the county, while the
inmates, who are, frequently, the hardest to
please, are more contented than ever with
their treatment and have only words of
praise for the commissioners, keeper and
matron. When their position is contrasted
with that of the pauper poor of some
counties of the province, where, until very
lately, at least, they were farmed out to the
lowest bidder at pubiic auction and treated
like galley-slaves, our pevple, who provide
for them in so humane a mabner, may be
well satisfied that their duty towards them
is faithfully peiformed.

From Ottawa.

Mr. W. C. DesBristy is an interesting
Ottawa writer. In a recent letter to the
P. E. I. Examiner he says: —

Times have been good in Ottaws this
year, work has been plenty and, occasion-
ally, hands scarce. Two hundred millions
of feet of lumber will about represent the
output of the Ottawa saws this season. A
large amount of labor was given by the
Electric railway in buildiog new lines, and
by the Telephone Company in digging

=

trenches for underground wires. Speak-
ing of the Electriz railway, it now operates
the whole of the old horse car line, and is
thinking of branching off in other direc-
tions. Its workshops, where cars are built
for home as well as for export, give em-
ployment to a number of skilled laborers.
The Oblat Order, who conduct the Univer-
sity, are commencing an addition to their
buildings, which is to cost §50,000. They
are just finishing St. Joseph’s Church, at a
cost of $90,000, which will be opened next
mounth, and are building the Church of the
Sacred Heart, which will cost, when
¢completed next summer, $150,000. The
University and both these churches are
within a stone’s throw of each other,

occupying three blocks in a highly valuable
part of the city. S*. Joseph's is an English-
speaking congregation, and the Sacred Heart
French-speaking. You ovught to see St.

Patrick’s church of a Sunday evening. It
is & large building, but if you want a seat
you must get there early. It is fairly
packed and hundreds have to stand. In-
deed, at the masses the church is filled three

times every Sunday morning, but as the
seats are free in the evening, it is crammed.
The service is in Knglish, the people and
the priest saying the prayers together; the
singing is congregational and, except in the
very hot weather, there is a short sermon

of a practical character. This is followed

by benediction of the Blessed Sacrament.

You could not buy the people to atay away

from this sérvice,

One of Ottawa's newest industries is a
branch of Father Murphy’s Gold Cuare. It
was opened last spring, and has done a
power of good. A handsome residence was
rented at a high figure, beautifully furnished,
piaao and billiard tables put in, aud there
the manager has received everybody who
came along aod asked for treatment,
whether he had mouey to pay for it or not.
I do not know how they made ends meet.
Women were among the patients as well as
men. It is all nonsense to say that the
Gold Cura will insure any one against ever
again falling into intemperate habits. I
kuow this is the idea of some people. The
first thing they do at the Institute is to
disgust the patient with liquor; they give
him plenty of it—I do not mean all he asks
for—at the same time injecting into his
system their chloride of gold. Afcer four or
five days the liquor nauseates him—he
cannot drink it, and at last he cannot bear
the emell of it. Then they proceed to build
him up aud mako a man of him, 1estore his
appetite and eliminate the alcholic poison
from his blood. In about three weeks’
time he is a brand new man, and he feels
like one. He goes about his business with
pleasure, and mezts his friends with a smile
and a confidence that he has not knowa for
years, But if the reformed maa would
stay that way, he has got to drop old
associaticns, keep clear of whiskey, stick
bhard to work, and if he is fortunate enough
to have a wife and children, to spend hie
lesure hours in their society., I fancy I
hear Fred Curtis saying:—‘‘Deb must have
been there himself, for he seems to know all
about it.” I am not a graduate of the Gold
Cure bat if I had found it necessary to take
the treatment, I would not have been
ashamed to submit mysclf and become a
patient.

An Orangewomen's lodge was formed
here a few nights ago. The Orange institu-
tion is very strong in this city and county,
I count the names of eight city lodges in
this evening’s paper. But their pubhe
parades are very wretched. Indeed, I may
say the same of every society parade I have
seen in Ottawa. There is no uniformity of
diess—not even a black coat is necessary,
and as for hats the variety is charming,
The same remarks are applicable to funeral
processions here, No one coonsiders it
necessary to dress up to go to a funeral. I
was at one not long ago, when one of the
chief mourners wore his blue serge every-
day office suit, and the head of a powerful
society which a¥ended, wore an old soft
brown hat. Indeed, the sight of a silk hat
is a rarity even on Sunday. “Plugs” are
worn only by undertakers and bailiffs,

But to return to the womea. They are
getting advanced here as well as everywhere
else. They se>m to be poking their noses into
strange places, and saying things that would
have been thought very unwomanly when I
was a boy—that is a long time ago, how-
ever. One peculiarity I have noticed is the
fonduess esome women, with uaruly
children, have for teaching other mothers
how to bring their children up. 1 have a
case of it next door to me. Every few days
the papers announce that Mrs, Blank
charmed some meeting with her eloquence,
and I hear about her everywhere I go. She
is highly educated and red-haired, does not
belong to any church, because she knows
t 0o much, but patronises them all impartial-
ly ; and to hear her expouund the Scriptures,
is, I am told ““a poem.” She is all the time
at mothers’ meetings and W. C. T. U.’s and
Homes for Fiiendless Women and Domestic
and Foreign Missions, ete., while her little
seven-year-old daughter, who inherits the
red hair, and talks in words of five syllables,
is annoying the neighbors in the most impish
manner. I am not going to give importance
to the youngster, but when I told her to
clear home one Sunday eveaing last summer,
and she woull not, I caught her by the ear
and led her, screaming and kicking, to her
maternal doorstep, where I committed her
to the care of a fema'e—her mother was out
of course—with instructions to keep her
home, if they did not wish to be offended.
No doubt ,such ladies as the one I have
referred to are expecting great things from
the arrival of Lady Aberdeen, who is said
to entertain pronounced views on the sub-
ject of women’s rights and duties. Well,
here ladyship’s opinions.
Speaking the other day to a press reporter,
she said, “We work very quietly in Eng-
land, and we pliace our homes aund our
children above all else. It seems to me
sometimes that American women put domes-
tic matters last, and promote mutual ad-
miration societies rather than practise
work.” :
