Profitable Line in Farming.

The publication of the returns received
for the twelve hundred chickeos fattemed
and shipped from the Dominion Pouluiy
Station- at Andover, N B., calls attentian
to a line of work open to every ome who
lives on & New Brunswick farm, and by
which a little careful attention will bring
good carh returns,

The Andover chickens, some of which
were reared at the station, and some bought
from farmers at 6} cents per poand, live
weight, were sold at 12:., 13c. and l4c. per
pound; part were exported to England and
the balance consumed on the Montreal
market.’ :

Tbese chickens were fattened in crates
and dressed oo the Euglish plan, without
bieeding or removiog the entrails, so that
they wonld weigh much more than chickens
with head and feet and entraila all removed.
This gives better retarns to the producer
and the consomer is not robbed thereby, for
he in bis turn gaets a quality amd ffaver of
meat that is oaly had when the skin is
uabroke ) aud all the juices of the bird con.
served until it is prepared for cooking.

The chicken th.t is bled and opened
bsfore it is ma-keted loses its flavor
juiciness to a very large extent

There is & growiug market for poultry snd
egg+ both at home and sbroad, and the
poul'ry raiiser who has well flsshed birds
and strictly fresh eggs to sell will tind active
buyers, both rummer and winter

At the present time considerable quanti:
ties of both pouliry and eggs are being
shipped into thia province to supply the
demand.

Someone in every farm home in New
Brunawick ehould be, ioterested in this
side-line of poultry raising,

T'he equipment to start with is ot expen-
sive. The woik of caring for poultry is net
h-rd, and the retarns are sure. Attention
and care such as the boys and girls, or the
women of the household, can give is requir-
ed, and knowledge of uop-to date methods
should be obtained.

Every Caoadian c'tizen can obtain the
be-t information on poultry raising free by
applying for the latest balletin en this
sahject to the Commissioner of Agriculture,
Octawa,

It is to be hoped that eur people will give
their attention te this branch of farm
work, [t can be done without interference
with the other departments, and a substan-
tidl addition made te the farmn ineome
thereby. At the same time an .interesting
occupativa is afforded some member of the
family who may not pow see remunerative
prospects at home, sud may be intending to
take up city employment.
