"The Tribune, Mr. Greenway’s chief 
newspaper representative, has this to 
say; “Sir Donald has been able to see 
tor' himself that the motives which 
Actuated the people of Manitoba and 
their representatives In standing .by the 
national school system are of à high 
order and are not dictated by sordid 
or Interested considerations. He will 
be able to tell Sir Charles Tupper and 
Sir Mackenzie Bowed! that the people 
here, while not Indulging In any swag­
ger or threats, are determined; that 
they shall not with Impunity, and 
without radical action to protect their 
rights, be deprived at their autonomy 
in the matter of education. If nothing 
further comes of Sir Donald Smith’s 
mission than the enlightenment of the 
dominion government’s mind in re­
gard to the motives of our people in 
this great struggle that visit will not 
have been in vain. Let us trust that 
reason will finally triumph at Ottawa 
and that If the coercion bill is - not 
withdrawn H will be igmominioualy de­
feated in parliament.”

The Nor*Wester (conservative) winds 
up-a three column editorial on the 
school question as follows: “Talk of 
coercion is silly, if by coercion is 
meant anything but compulsion to 
obey the laws of the land as inter­
preted by the courts, which have been 
created for that purpose. We ere all 
individually and collectively as citi­
zens, municipalities and provinces co- 

ipelled to such obedience, 
y the bad citizen, the an­

archist and the disturber of the peace 
who refuses cheerfully such obedience 
and thereby foments trouble and edu­
cates his fellow man to dishonesty and 
fraud. The remedial bill is right, the 
government has been tardy in render­
ing Justice due the minority, through 
an apparent anxiety to allow the pro­
vincial government to act fairly and 
honorably in the matter, but surely in 
the interests of justice and honesty 
tp the parties of am agreement It could 
have done no less than it now pro­
poses. The action of the government 
must be sustained by the country. 
Canada cannot afford to rob a single 
individual of his rights, or counten­
ance the breaking of sacred pledge 
with a portion of Its people.”
